God wants to be in our lives ….from the beginning ….to never-ending Eternity. 

In Scripture, God makes Himself known, telling us things which otherwise could never be 

known.  For example, we experience a LOVING FATHER WHO ADOPTS US into His family…. 

 Even before he made the world, GOD LOVED US and CHOSE US IN CHRIST  

to BE HOLY AND WITHOUT FAULT IN HIS EYES.  God decided IN ADVANCE to  

adopt us into his own family by bringing us to himself through Jesus Christ.  

This is what he wanted to do, and it gave him great pleasure.

….and even with our human “shortcomings”, HE REJOICES OVER US WITH SINGING…. 

 The LORD your God is living among you. He is a mighty savior. 

He will take DELIGHT IN YOU WITH GLADNESS. 

With his love, he will CALM ALL YOUR FEARS. 

He will REJOICE OVER YOU WITH JOYFUL SONGS.

....to make free from the dominion of sin).”

Let’s talk about it…  
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Question 1: Why is God rejoicing over you?  
Chapter 7 asks the above question (see Zephaniah 3:17). ….Every meaningful, 
loyal relationship REQUIRES BOTH PARTIES BE ACTIVELY ENGAGED IN 
SUPPORTING THEIR MUTUAL RELATIONSHIP.  The Bible teaches us how to 
engage with God, ….and “be filled …with the knowledge of His will through 
all the wisdom and understanding that the Spirit gives.” – Colossians 1:9 NIV  

Open BibleGateway.com and research different translations for the following 
verses.  Then express your knowledge of “Why is God rejoicing over you?”  

God wants you to experience more of Him in your life, and…. 

Romans 15:13 NIV – “be filled …with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that you may 
overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.”  

Philippians 1:11 NIV – “be …filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes through Jesus 
Christ—to the glory and praise of God.” 

Ephesians 4:13-14 NLT – God’s ultimate goal is for us to “…be mature in the Lord, 
measuring up to the full and complete standard of Christ.  Then we will no longer be 
immature like children.  We won’t be tossed and blown about by every wind of new 
teaching.  We will not be influenced when people try to trick us with lies so clever they 
sound like the truth.” 

As you live in loyal relationship with God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit,
