HOME SWEET HOME-FIELD

Since the start of the 2024 season, the Spirit has collected 22 wins at Audi Field, only losing seven out of 33 home contests for
an overall win percentage of 72.73%. Washington has also advanced through all four of its home playoff matches the past two
seasons, including its recent semifinal shutout win over the Thorns last year. Since the start of the 2023 season, the Spirit has
earned points in 17 of 18 home matches against teams visiting from west of the Rocky Mountains, tallying 14 wins and three
draws compared to just one loss.

SPREADING THE LOVE

Last season, 19 different Spirit players recorded at least one goal contribution, second-most in the league behind only Kansas
City. Additionally, 15 different Spirit players tallied at least one assist, tied the most such players to do so for one team in league
history with the 2024 Portland side.

MATCHUP HISTORY

The Spirit holds a 6-16-9 all-time record against Portland Thorns FC. Most recently, Washington took down Portland 2-0 in a
2025 semifinal match in DC with the game-winning goal coming from forward Gift Monday. Despite a losing record overall in
the series, the Spirit holds a 3-1-1 matchup record at Audi Field, having won three straight home contests against the Thorns. In
two of the past three meetings between Washington and Portland in DC, star forward Trinity Rodman has scored, most notably
her stoppage time game-winner last August in her first match in over four months.

Washington Spirit Announces 2026 Start-of-Season Roster

Washington, D.C. (03/11/2026) — The Washington Spirit has released its 23-player roster ahead of Friday night’s regular season kickoff, the club
announced today. The current roster features four goalkeepers, nine defenders, seven midfielders and eight forwards. Of the 28 players on the
Spirit roster, only 23 are active (not on the season-ending injury list or away on loan).

Andi Sullivan has been activated from the season ending injury list, while Aubrey Kingsbury has been placed on the SEl list as she begins mater-
nity leave from the active roster. Kingsbury announced her pregnancy on February 25 as she and her husband Matt await the arrival of their first
child. The star goalkeeper will continue to train with the team in a limited capacity during her maternity leave.
