Angel City Football Club (ACFC) will face Portland Thorns FC on Sunday, April 26, at 3 p.m. Pacific at BMO Stadium. The
match will be televised on ESPN2 and ESPN Deportes.

Angel City FC (3-1-0) scored a late goal to equalize, but ultimately fell to the Orlando Pride, 2-1, on April 3 at Inter&Co Stadi-
um. The loss was ACFC's first of the season after the club got off to a record-setting start.

Defender Gisele Thompson scored her second goal of the season for Angel City in stoppage time after Orlando went ahead,
1-0, in the 84th minute. But Pride midfielder Haley McCutcheon tallied her second score of the match just six minutes later,
allowing Orlando to escape with the win at home.

Despite the loss, ACFC continued its trend of dominating possession, holding on to the ball for over 63 percent of the match.
Captain and defender Sarah Gorden was named Player of the Match after her incredible defensive effort, shutting down
NWSL shots leader Barbra Banda and leading Angel City with 65 passes completed.

Portland (3-1-1) comes to town after the international break in second place in the NWSL standings (with a match in hand).
The Thorns drew against North Carolina in their last match, but have already defeated Kansas City, Seattle and Washington
this season.

Midfielder Olivia Moultrie and forward Reilyn Turner have been driving the Portland offense, leading the team with three
goals each. Both players made their marks on the scoresheet against the Courage on April 4 and will draw the attention of
the Angel City defense this Sunday.

Also returning to BMO Stadium this Sunday will be defender M.A. Vignola, who was part of the inaugural ACFC squad. She
was traded to the Thorns in late 2025 as part of the transaction that brought midfielder Hina Sugita to Angel City. Vignola
will have her hands full as she faces an ACFC offense that is leading the NWSL in goals scored.

Angel City has faced Portland eight times in four seasons, with a 1-3-4 record overall.

One of Angel City’s key additions this offseason was defender Emily Sams. The former Orlando Pride backliner has stepped
seamlessly into the ACFC lineup, starting every match as a central defender and even wearing the captain’s armband on
occasion.

Sams has been an anchoring presence for Angel City. The 2024 NWSL Defender of the Year has often been called on to
neutralize the opposing team'’s top threat. She has also been a crucial part of Head Coach Alex Straus’s new offensive ap-
proach, leading the team in passes completed in two of ACFC'’s four matches.

Sams was recently called up to the U.S. Women’s National Team camp and now returns to BMO Stadium to continue her
solid start to the season.

Mark Parsons has served as Sporting Director for Angel City since January 2025.

Parsons had a successful career as a coach in the NWSL and elsewhere before taking on the Sporting Director
role. His NWSL experience began in 2013, when he was named head coach of the Washington Spirit mid-sea-
son. He led the group from a last-place finish in 2013 to two consecutive playoff appearances, including an
appearance in the NWSL Final in 2015.

He was head coach of the Portland Thorns from 2016-2021, leading the team to five top-three finishes. Par-
sons helped the club acquire a long list of world-class players, including Sophia (Smith) Wilson, Sam Coffey,
Lindsey (Horan) Heaps, Emily Sonnett, Ellie Carpenter, Amandine Henry, and Nadia Nadim, as well as up-and-
coming players such as Olivia Moultrie, Yazmeen Ryan, and Morgan Weaver. Under his leadership, the team
won two NWSL Shields, in 2016 and 2021, and a championship in 2017.

After leaving Portland, Parsons served as head coach for the Netherlands Women’s National Team from
2021-2022. During his tenure, he guided the Dutch to the quarterfinals of the 2022 UEFA European Women'’s
Championships.

In 2023, he returned to the Spirit for a second stint.

Alex Straus was announced as Angel City’s head coach in April 2025 and began his tenure in June 2025. He
has accomplished significant milestones throughout his storied coaching career. He began at Varegg in 2010
while still playing, later becoming assistant coach at Nest-Sotra, where he helped secure promotion to Nor-
way's First Division. From 2014-2017, he worked at Streamsgodset as an assistant coach and head of youth
development before transitioning to women'’s football.

Straus made history by leading Sandviken to their first-ever Toppserien league title and a Norwegian Cup
final in 2021. After Sandviken merged with SK Brann, he became the inaugural head coach of Brann Kvinner,
where he led them to a second title before moving to FC Bayern Munich Women in July 2022. At Bayern, Straus
continued his success, guiding the team to consecutive Frauen-Bundesliga championships in 2022/2023 and
2023/2024, as well as a Supercup der Frauen victory in 2024/2025.

Straus has also coached Norway’s U-23 and U-19 women’s teams, further showcasing his ability to develop
talent at all levels. His philosophy of long-term growth, tactical innovation, and fostering resilience has made
him one of football’'s most respected coaches.

Be-
fore that, he was an assistant coach for the Seattle Reign for 10 years, starting in the NWSL's inaugural 2013
season. Laity helped coach the Reign to five playoff appearances, including two Shield wins, in 2014 and
2015.
