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Notice Regarding Renewal of Expired Retail Pharmacy Licences

The National Medicines Regulatory Authority (NMRA) hereby informs all
licensed retail pharmacy owners that, considering the prevailing situation in the
country and other acceptable reasons, the renewal of expired retail pharmacy
licences will be accepted up to 28 February 2026.

Pharmacy owners who were unable to submit their renewal applications due to
the prevailing situation are required to submit a recommendation from the
relevant RDHS (Regional Director of Health Services) to support their request.

All pharmacy owners with expired licences are therefore strongly advised to
submit their renewal applications, along with the RDHS recommendation where
applicable, on or before 28 February 2026 to avoid cancellation of their
licences.
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
