When you go into your child’s room,
cuddle them and say: “Good morning,
[child’s name]! Do you know why today
is going to be a great day? Because
whether we feel happy or sad or angry
or afraid or silly or frustrated, God can
help us be brave and make it a great
day! 

While on the go, repeat this sentence
together. Take turns filling in the blank:
“Be strong and courageous. Do not be
afraid of [name something]...for the
Lord your God goes with you.”

Add three cups and a toy person. Tell
your child to close their eyes. Put the
toy in one of the cups. Tell your child to
open their eyes and guess which cup
has the toy. Then switch and play
again. Talk about how Gideon was a
man who hid in a hole because he was
afraid, and God helped him be brave!

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
Sometimes even grown-ups like me
feel afraid. Thank You for loving me
no matter what and for helping me be
brave when I am afraid. I know you
love [child’s name] no matter what and
can help them be brave when they are
afraid too. You’re the best, God!”
