All mediums are accepted and may be submitted by dropping off at the Academy starting Wednesday, April 22nd. Please have work dropped off no later than Wednesday, April 29th. Work may be dropped off during business hours (9am-4pm Monday-Friday and Saturdays 10am-4pm).

You may submit 1-3 pieces. 1 or more will be chosen for the exhibition.

LABELS:
Please fill out the enclosed labels (see the last page). You may copy these labels or pick up more at the Academy. You will need to fill out two labels for each submission (copies are acceptable). Please follow the instructions for attaching the labels to your work.  Every piece must have two identical labels.

EXHIBIT DATES:
· Show: May 9th through July 31st
· Opening Reception: Saturday, May 9th, 5 - 7pm.

PICK UP DATES: 
Students with artwork not selected for the show will be emailed prior to opening night to schedule pickup. Unsold work from the exhibition may be picked up starting July 31st. Early pick up for purchases available June 1st-June 3rd. All sold pieces will be released to purchasers June 1st-June 3rd. 

SALES:
The Academy Gallery commission is 15% of all sales from the Student Show. All Artwork submitted to the Student Exhibition must be for sale.

ELIGIBILITY:
Adult students who took a class at any time during the last Academic year (Summer 2025, Fall 2025, Spring 2026) may submit work. You may submit 3 pieces of any size. 

MARKETING:
For those who would like to be featured and credited in the marketing materials for the Student Exhibition, please send high-resolution images of your work to thereserowe@noafa.org, along with your full name, the title(s) of your piece(s), and their dimensions.

FRAMING GUIDELINES FOR STUDENT SHOW:
We recommend Nahan Framing, located at 540 Royal Street, telephone 504-233-3798. All current students will receive a 20% discount. They are owned by NOAFA faculty member Jono Goodman and need 1–2-week turnaround time. Students are welcome to use any frame shop they like or frame their pieces themselves.
	
1. The Academy prefers works on paper to be framed, but we can also use our magnet system free of charge to you. The Academy strongly encourages drawing students to submit their studies.
2. Paintings on canvas do not need to be framed.
3. Frames can be of any color or design, but the Academy prefers dark, neutral, or simple framing with no ornate designs.

Details:
· The Academy will provide one table and one chair. You must bring all other supplies for displaying and selling your work. You are responsible for setting up, displaying, pricing, selling, and collecting payment for your artwork.
· Artwork may be framed or unframed. You may bring and display as many pieces as you want. Artwork may be any media and does not have to be created at the Academy or in class.
· You may set up Friday April 17th, 10am-2pm or Saturday, April 18th, 8:30am-10am.
· You must stay with your artwork the whole day.
· All unsold artwork must be removed at the end of the day no later than 5:00pm.
