cARTie is on a mission to ensure that young people with limited access to
the arts develop critical, collaborative, and creative thinking skills through
our art museum-based learning approach. We bring this to life with our
mobile museum using research-backed strategies to engage children’s
perspectives, leverage student artists’ contributions, nurture emotional
intelligence, and partner with local communities.

In 2025, cARTie continued to touch the lives of children and youth across Connecticut with limited access to the arts. To
deepen our impact, we launched monthly residency programs with three school partners, and grew our seasonal school
partnerships by 23%. Additionally, we developed professional development offerings for nine school partners, inspired by
The cARTie Curriculum. We maintained and expanded our community partnerships, and made significant strides in
diversifying revenue and fundraising capacity. 



In 2025, cARTie raised $189,192 and spent $164,781, making up for 2024's deficit.
