These performances take place January 22-24, 2026, as part of the 
2026 Gina Bachauer International Junior & Young Artists Piano 
Competitions. Over 150 pianists from 28 countries have been selected 
to perform 30-minute recital programs in one of five international 
cities: Hamburg, New York City, Seoul, Shanghai, and Salt Lake City. 
Each performer presents a program of their own choosing, showcasing 
their artistry, technique, and musical individuality.

In celebration of The Bachauer’s 50th anniversary, the juries for the
Preliminary Round feature esteemed laureates of Bachauer
competitions. In each city, the Bachauer Artistic Director, Bachauer
Executive Director, and two laureates will comprise the jury. In Salt 
Lake City, the jury members are Douglas Humpherys, Kary Billings,
Stephen Beus, and Lori Sims.

From these performances, 48 competitors will be invited to advance to
the Solo Rounds in Salt Lake City in June 2026, where they will
compete for over $60,000 USD in prizes and the opportunity to perform
in the Final Round with the Utah Symphony in Abravanel Hall.

Founded in 1976 and based in Salt Lake City, Utah, USA, the Gina
Bachauer International Piano Foundation has earned a worldwide
reputation for promoting excellence in piano performance. Through its
competitions, concerts, and educational programs, the Foundation
continues to provide extraordinary opportunities for young pianists and
to enrich the cultural life of Utah and the international music
community.
