The Resnick Family Community Scholarship

Scholarship Overview

The purpose of the Resnick Family Community Scholarship is to enable a lifetime of career opportunities by significantly
increasing the number of college graduates in the Central Valley of California. The scholarship is made possible through
the generous support of Lynda and Stewart Resnick through the Resnick Family Community Foundation and their
ongoing commitment to the families of this region.

Scholarship Eligibility
To be eligible for the scholarship, a scholar must be a:

1. Wonderful College Prep Academy (“WCPA”) graduate?; or

2. Wonderful Career Pathways Program? (formerly “Ag Prep”) graduate who completes at least 60 units of
college credit or earns their associate degree.

Scholars who meet eligibility requirements can receive the scholarship for the following duration, which is determined
by the scholar’s high school graduation year (a.k.a. their “cohort”):

Scholarship Eligibility

Graduates from WCPA 4 years

Graduates from the Wonderful Career Pathways Program (formerly “Ag Prep”) 3 years

Additional Eligibility Requirements
Scholars must meet the following criteria:

1. Submita Free Application for Federal Student Aid (“FAFSA”) or CA Dream Act Application (“CADAA”).

2. Enroll full-time (12 units or more) in a four-year accredited college or university for Fall 2024 by completing
required paperwork by the required decision commitment deadline (May 1 for all acceptances except wait list
decisions, which may take place later than May 1).

3. Meet the high school academic eligibility requirements:
a. Pass(Cor better; or “P”) all A-G requirements.
b. Have a high school GPA (10%-12% grade weighted) of at least a 2.8.

¢c. Wonderful Career Pathways Program graduates only: associate degree completion or 60 units of college
credit by summer after 12" grade.

d. Complete all summer transition program requirements.

1 “WCPA graduate” shall mean a graduate of Wonderful College Prep Academy located in Delano, CA and Wonderful College Prep
Academy — Lost Hills.

2 The Wonderful Career Pathways Program is offered at certain local public high schools in the Central Valley of California. Through
the program, students take community college courses while in high school and graduate with an associate degree in agriculture,
health or teaching.



Award Amounts

Award amounts are determined primarily based on the institution that the scholar attends. These amounts are
determined on an annual basis but are prorated by term depending on the institution’s term structure (semesters or
quarters). Students are eligible to receive additional scholarship funds, up to the “Max Award”, based on participation
in college preparation activities during high school provided by Wonderful Education (a division of The Wonderful
Company LLC). After initial scholarship qualification, the scholar’s participation in college preparation activities will be
reviewed to determine the total award. In addition, students who demonstrate additional financial hardship may be
eligible for additional scholarship funding.

(*) The total award amount that you are eligible to receive will be based on verification from your Financial Aid Office. Questions
regarding your financial aid package should be directed to your Financial Aid Office.

Use of Scholarship Funds

The scholarship can contribute toward the educational expenses of the scholar’s total Cost of Attendance (COA) as
determined by the institution. Please notify Alicia Cobian at alicia.cobian@wonderful.com if you have concerns about
not being able to access the full amount of your scholarship award. A scholarship cannot be granted in advance of the
term or year for which it is to be awarded.

Fund Distribution & Communication

Funds are distributed directly to the institution each academic year. The annual scholarship amount for each scholar is
evenly distributed for each term (two semesters or three quarters). Upon verification of eligibility, a check is mailed to
the institution for the term. These funds may arrive after the term has begun. It is the scholar’s responsibility to advise
of any issues this timing may cause to determine how to best support and communicate with the institution.

Wonderful College Success Program

Resnick Family Community Scholarship recipients will also receive free support, such as academic planning, tutoring,
guided study, time management coaching and other services and programs through Wonderful College Success, a
program provided by Wonderful Education. Wonderful College Success communicates proactively with institutional
partners to inform them of who the “Wonderful Scholars” are at their campus. Wonderful Education also communicates
with students and parents regarding academic and scholarship progress, programming, and general updates via text
messages, email, telephone calls, videoconference calls, and in-person meetings.

College Requirements to Remain Scholarship Eligible
Scholars are eligible to continue receiving the scholarship while in college for their scholarship eligibility term if they
meet the following criteria:

1. Enrollin at least 12 units at a qualifying institution;

2. Earn a minimum cumulative college GPA of 2.0;

3. Complete the scholarship application each term; and

4. Actively participate in the Wonderful College Success Program.

Ascholar’seligibility isverified after each academic semester/quarter and the funds can be accessed within the timeframe
specified. Scholars who are not scholarship eligible for a term should still complete the scholarship application. Scholars
may still receive the scholarship if they do not meet the above requirements, but can demonstrate significant financial,
emotional, or academic hardship. A committee will review any applications for objective hardship. Scholars who are
not eligible for one or more terms are able to re-apply for the scholarship as long as they remain within their initial
eligibility period.

Loan Support

Program Overview

In addition to the scholarship award identified above, scholars are eligible to receive support repaying their outstanding
student loan debt upon college graduation and loan verification. Only U.S. Department of Education, State of California,
University of California, and California State University direct subsidized and unsubsidized student loans used for tuition,
fees, books, supplies and equipment required for college coursework will qualify for this support.

Students are only eligible for this support if they earn their college diploma within 5 years from their high school
graduation date.

To be eligible for this support, students must submit their qualifying academic loan repayment amount at least one
month prior to college graduation. The award provided will not exceed the max academic loan the scholar must repay
at graduation, and will be tied to the type of institution they graduated from as listed below:

Beca Comunitaria Familia Resnick

Resefa general de la beca
El objetivo de la Beca Comunitaria Familia Resnick es brindar oportunidades de carrera para toda la vida aumentando

significativamente la cantidad de graduados universitarios en el Central Valley de California. La beca es posible gracias al
generoso apoyo de Lynda y Stewart Resnick a través de la Fundacion Comunitaria de la Familia Resnick y su compromiso
continuo con las familias de esta region.

Elegibilidad para la beca

Para ser elegible para la beca, un becario debe ser:
3. Graduado de Wonderful College Prep Academy (“WCPA")3; o.
4, Un graduado del Programa Wonderful Education Career Pathways ¢ (anteriormente “Preparacion para
la Agricultura”) que complete al menos 60 unidades de crédito universitario u obtenga su titulo técnico.

Los becarios que cumplan con los requisitos de elegibilidad pueden recibir la beca por la siguiente duracién, que es
determinada por el afio de graduacién de la escuela secundaria del estudiante (también conocido como su “cohorte”):

Elegibilidad para la beca

Graduados de WCPA 4 afos
Graduados del programa Wonderful Career Pathways (anteriormente “Ag Prep”) 3 afios

Requisitos de elegibilidad adicionales

Los becarios deben cumplir con los siguientes criterios:
1. Presentar una Solicitud Gratuita para Ayuda Federal para Estudiantes ("FAFSA", por sus siglas en inglés).
2. Inscribirse a tiempo completo (12 unidades o mas) en una universidad o universidad acreditada de cuatro afios para el
otofio de 2023 completando la documentacién requerida antes de la fecha limite de compromiso de decisién requerida
(1 de mayo para todas las aceptaciones excepto las decisiones de lista de espera que pueden tener lugar después del 1
de mayo).
3. Cumplir con los requisitos de elegibilidad académica de la escuela secundaria:
a. Aprobar (con C o mas; o “P”) todos los requisitos A-G.
b. Tener un GPA de la escuela secundaria (102-122 grado ponderado) de al menos 2.8.
c. Graduados de los Programas Wonderful Career Pathways Unicamente: finalizacién de titulo técnico o 60
unidades de crédito universitario para el verano después del 122 grado.
4. Completar todos los requisitos del programa de transicidn de verano.

3 “Graduado de WCPA” significa un graduado de la Wonderful College Prep Academy ubicada en Delano, CA y de la Wonderful College
Prep Academy Lost Hills.

4 El programa Wonderful Career Pathways se ofrece en ciertas escuelas secundarias publicas locales en el Central Valley de California. A
través del programa, los estudiantes toman cursos de la universidad comunitaria mientras estdn en la escuela secundaria y se graduan
con un titulo asociado en agricultura, salud o ensefianza.

Montos de otorgamiento

Los montos de otorgamiento se determinan principalmente en la institucién a la que asiste el becario. Estas cantidades se

determinan anualmente, pero se prorratean por plazo dependiendo de la estructura de plazos de la institucién (gempestres
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o trimestres). Los estudiantes son elegibles para recibir fondos de becas adicionales hasta el “Otorgamiento Maximo”
basado en la participacion en actividades de preparacién para la universidad de Wonderful Education en la escuela
secundaria como parte de los programas WCPA o Wonderful Education Career Pathways. Después de la calificacién inicial
para la beca, se revisard la participacién del estudiante en las actividades de preparacién universitaria para determinar el
otorgamiento total. Ademas, los estudiantes que demuestren dificultades financieras adicionales pueden ser elegibles
para fondos de becas adicionales.

Uso de fondos de becas

La beca puede contribuir a los gastos educativos del costo total de asistencia (COA) del becario segin lo determine la
institucion. Por favor, notifiquenos si tiene inquietudes sobre no poder acceder a la cantidad total de su beca. Una beca
no se puede conceder antes del término o afio para el que se va a otorgar.

Pago y comunicacion de fondos

Los fondos se pagan directamente a la institucion cada afio académico. El monto anual de la beca para cada becario se
paga uniformemente para cada plazo (dos semestres o tres trimestres). Tras la verificacion de elegibilidad, se envia un
cheque a la institucion para el plazo. Estos fondos pueden llegar después de que el plazo haya comenzado. Es
responsabilidad del becario informar cualquier problema que esto pueda causar para determinar la mejor manera de
apoyar y comunicarse con la institucion.

Exito Universitario de Wonderful Education

Los beneficiarios de la Beca Comunitaria Familia Resnick también recibiran apoyo gratuito, como planificaciéon académica,
tutoria, estudio guiado, orientacidn de administracidn del tiempo y otros servicios y programas a través de Wonderful
College Success, un programa proporcionado a través de Wonderful Education, una division de The Wonderful Company
LLC. Wonderful College Success se comunica proactivamente con los socios institucionales para informarles quiénes son
los “Becarios Wonderful” en su campus.

Requisitos de la universidad para seguir siendo elegible para la beca:
Los becarios son elegibles para continuar recibiendo la beca mientras estan en la universidad durante su periodo de
elegibilidad de beca si cumplen con los siguientes criterios:

1. Inscribirse en al menos 12 unidades en su institucion calificada.

2. Obtener un GPA universitario acumulado minimo de 2.0.

3. Completar la solicitud de beca cada plazo.

4. Participar activamente en el programa Wonderful College Success.
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La elegibilidad de un becario se verifica después de cada semestre/trimestre académico y los fondos se pueden acceder
dentro del plazo especificado.

Los becarios que no son elegibles para una beca para un plazo aun deben completar la solicitud de beca. Los becarios aln
podrian recibir la beca si no cumplen con los requisitos anteriores, pero pueden demostrar dificultades financieras,
emocionales o académicas significativas. Un comité revisara cualquier solicitud para dificultades objetivas. Los becarios que
no son elegibles para uno o mas plazos pueden volver a solicitar la beca siempre y cuando permanezcan dentro de su periodo
de elegibilidad inicial.

Apoyo para préstamo

Resefia del programa

Ademas del otorgamiento de la beca identificado anteriormente, los becarios son elegibles para recibir apoyo para pagar
su deuda pendiente de préstamo estudiantil al graduarse de la universidad y verificar el préstamo. Sélo los préstamos
estudiantiles subsidiados y no subsidiados directos del Departamento de Educacidn de los EE.UU. utilizados para la
matricula, honorarios, libros, suministros y equipo requerido para los cursos universitarios calificardn para este apoyo.

Los estudiantes solo son elegibles para este apoyo si obtienen su diploma universitario dentro de los 5 afios de su fecha de
graduacion de la escuela secundaria.

Para ser elegibles para este apoyo, los estudiantes deben presentar la cantidad de reembolso de su préstamo académico
calificado al menos un mes antes de la graduacién de la universidad. El otorgamiento proporcionado no excederd el
préstamo académico maximo que el becario debe pagar en la graduacién, y estara vinculado al tipo de institucién de la
gue se graduaron como se indica a continuacion:
