Upper School Chapel (7-12)
Today in upper school chapel, Mr. Bradley talked to the students about not being ashamed of the gospel and being prepared to share
with people with gentleness and respect.  He and the students started a gospel illustration to be able to share with others.  Scripture
referenced was I Peter 3:15, “ but in your hearts honor Christ the Lord as holy, always being prepared to make a defense to anyone who asks
you for a reason for the hope that is in you; yet do it with gentleness and respect.”
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How Common Is Classical Education Outside of the United States? 
“Classical Christian education never completely disappeared. It is the inheritance of the church,
and it’s starting to reemerge in lots of other countries and cultures. I just came back from a trip to
Brazil at one of the first classical Christian conferences in that country. There were 92 schools
represented, 700 teachers. It’s also reemerging in Africa, Australia, Canada, the U.K., and the
Netherlands. In China people are finding ways to do it, even if it’s in little house churches and
house schools.”
