Bench tributes are good for the life of the bench
(approx. 10 years) and location must be approved by
Stanley Park staff.

Trees are planted in the spring and fall. Tree varities
and location is at the discretion of Stanley Park staff.

Each brick in the Veterans Memorial holds 12 individual
tributes and will only be engraved once all tribute spots
on the brick are sold.

Payment is due prior to the park ordering the tree, bench
and/or plaque.
