Article I – First Priority

Article II - Purpose of the Club

1. Our meetings are student-led in accordance with the Equal Access Act (20 U.S.C. §§ 4071-74), passed by Congress in 1984.
2. If permitted, our meetings are on Club Day and coordinated by the faculty sponsor/administrators.
3. Our meetings provide students with the opportunity to develop leadership skills and receive peer-to-peer support.
4. Our meetings follow the YCL Programs-First Priority meeting model, giving students the opportunity to grow and apply their personal faith and enhance their relationship with friends and family.
5. Our meetings encourage students to invite their peers, and to be a part of an exciting club that assembles in a respectful, supportive, and friendly atmosphere.
Article VI — Affiliation

1. Our club is affiliated with YCL Development Programs (formerly First Priority of Tampa Bay), a non-profit organization, which resources clubs to succeed in their stated purpose.
2. If allowed by the school’s administration, a YCL Development Programs staff member and/or district approved volunteer may periodically observe meetings to help student leaders fulfill their assigned tasks.
