
LIFE GROUP QUESTIONS

Never Alone
John 14:15-31

1.  Read John 14:16–18. Jesus promises “another Advocate” who 
will be with us and in us. What do you think the disciples felt 
hearing this, knowing Jesus was about to leave them?

2.  Compare Genesis 2:7 and John 14:26. In Genesis, God 
breathes life into humanity; in John, Jesus promises the Spirit 
who counsels, convicts and comforts. What does this reveal 
about the Holy Spirit’s role from creation to now?

3.  Jesus says in John 14:27, “My peace I give you.” When you 
think about your own life right now, where do you most need 
the Spirit’s peace, comfort, or nearness?

4.  In John 14:26 Jesus says the Holy Spirit “will teach you all 
things and remind you of everything I have said.” What is one 
truth about Jesus that the Spirit has helped you remember or 
hold onto during a difficult season?

5.  Isaiah 30:21 says, “Whether you turn to the right or to the 
left… ‘This is the way; walk in it.’” What is one area of your life 
where you want to slow down, “sit with the Spirit,” and ask for 
His counsel?



6.  In John 14:15, 21, and 23 Jesus repeatedly links love and 
obedience. What is one simple, practical step of obedience you 
could take this week that aligns your life more closely with 
Jesus’ teaching?
