	60s the agency used to be conducted by Col Berrill (agency officer Nambour) in the Ladies lounge of the pub owned by Paddy Rafter who is Grandfather of Pat 
Rafter the tennis player. Pat’s father Jim worked for the Scottie but later resigned and I believe worked for MIM in Mt Isa. 
Summary – This additional information indicates that Arthur Bennett’s success at Nambour and surrounds was the catalyst for the 
Scottie’s rapid expansion on the
