• To improve the quality of life for seniors living in the Hastings-Sunrise and 

Renfrew-Collingwood neighbourhoods. 
 
Key Responsibilities:  

• Visit seniors on a weekly or bi-weekly basis in their home (as agreed). 

• Stay for one or two hours as needed. 

• Provide a friendly, listening ear. 

• Accompany the senior on a short walk where appropriate. 

• Respect confidentiality. 

• Report any incidents and emergencies immediately to program coordinator. 

• Conduct a health self-assessment before each visit. 

• Attend all required orientation and trainings. 

• Treat all seniors with dignity and respect.

• Excellent communication skills 

• Reliable and punctual  

• Empathetic, compassionate and non-judgmental  

• Sensitive towards seniors and people from diverse cultures
