CHAMPAGNES

Ruinart - Blanc de Blancs
 The Ruinart Blanc de Blancs is an iconic expression of pure Chardonnay, offering delicate aromas of white flowers,

citrus, and fresh stone fruit. Lively and refined, with a silky mousse and a bright, mineral-driven finish.

Ruinart - Dom Ruinart Blanc de Blancs
 The Dom Ruinart Blanc de Blancs 2010 is a masterpiece of purity and precision, crafted exclusively from Grand Cru

Chardonnay. Aromas of lemon zest, white peach, and toasted brioche unfold with depth and finesse. The palate is
creamy yet taut, with a long, chalky finish that embodies the essence of Ruinart’s elegance. 335

Ruinart - Brut
 The Ruinart Brut embodies the signature elegance of the house, blending Chardonnay and Pinot Noir into a refined
and balanced cuvée. Fresh and harmonious, with notes of pear, apricot, and toasted brioche, complemented by a fine,

creamy mousse and a crisp finish.

Krug Grande Cuvée 2016
Krug Grande Cuvée is the prestige non-vintage Champagne of the House of Krug, created to express the fullest and

most complex expression of Champagne. It is a blend of multiple vintages and parcels, aged extensively in the cellars to
achieve depth and harmony. The nose is rich and expressive, with aromas of toasted brioche, hazelnut, ripe apple,

citrus, and subtle spice. On the palate, the Champagne is powerful yet refined, with exceptional balance, freshness, and
a long, elegant finish.

Vuurzee Vonkelbier  Zeeland, Nederland
 Vuurzee is a sparkling beer brewed with Chardonnay grapes from the Zeeland coast. This unique “vonkelbier” bridges
the worlds of beer and wine, offering lively bubbles, subtle citrus and floral notes, and a crisp, refreshing finish with a

gentle touch of salinity from the sea breeze.

Blanc de Blancs 1er Cru - Champagne Courtier 
Blanc de Blancs 1er Cru - Champagne Courtier Magnum 

The vineyards benefit from chalky soils, which impart a distinctive minerality to the wine. The grapes undergo
traditional Champagne production methods, including fermentation and aging in the bottle, contributing to the wine's
complexity and effervescence. his Champagne presents a delicate bouquet of citrus fruits, green apple, and subtle floral

WHITE WINES

Pavillion Albert Bichot - Corton Charlemagne Grand Cru Domaine Du
2019

The Corton-Charlemagne Grand Cru from Domaine du Pavillon has exceptional complexity and elegance that
is typical of wines from this Grand Cru vineyard. The wine's mineral character is typical of the Corton-

Charlemagne terroir, with a salty and stone-fruit-like note that enhances the wine's freshness. Aging in oak
barrels adds a creamy texture, with subtle hints of vanilla, almond, and roasted nuts.

Domaine Long - depaquit - Chablis Grant Cru Vaudesir 2017
100% Chardonnay

Vaudésir is one of the seven Grand Cru vineyards in Chablis, and it is located on a southeast-facing slope,
benefiting from optimal exposure to sunlight, which helps in ripening the grapes. The soils in Vaudésir are rich
in Kimmeridgian clay and limestone, which are rich in fossils from the Jurassic period. These soils provide the
wines with a distinct mineral character. This wine is often rich, with a good balance between the fresh, citrusy

aromas of lemon, grapefruit, and the riper fruit notes of peach or white fruit.

Domaine Hubert Bouzereerau - Meurseult Les Charmes Premier Cru 2021
While these wines can be enjoyed in their youth for their vibrancy and fruit-forward character, they will also
mature into more complex wines with age, developing buttery, honeyed, and nutty notes as they evolve. The

wines can often age for 5-10 years or longer, depending on the vintage. The wine offers ripe fruit such as peach,
melon, and citrus, but also has complex notes of roasted nuts, vanilla, and butter, which come from aging in

oak barrels.

WHITE WINES

Domaine Philippe Bouzereau - Chassagne-Montrachet Premier Cru
Morgeot 2022

Morgeot is located in the southern part of Chassagne-Montrachet, on slopes with south-facing exposure, which
helps ensure optimal sun exposure for the Chardonnay grapes. The vines in Morgeot benefit from a favorable
microclimate, with good drainage, ensuring that the grapes ripen evenly and express the characteristics of the
terroir. Typical of this wine are notes of ripe fruit such as peach, melon, and citrus fruits, as well as vanilla

and roasted nuts, which come from aging in oak barrels.

Domaine Hubert Bouzereerau - Puligny Montrachet Premier Cru
Champs Gains 2022

The Champs Gains vineyard is located on the northern side of the village of Puligny-Montrachet, adjacent to
other famous Premier Cru vineyards like Les Combettes and Les Referts. The vineyard sits on well-draining

limestone soils, which are ideal for producing high-quality Chardonnay grapes. The wine offers aromas of ripe
citrus fruits (such as lemon and grapefruit), white flowers, and a mineral character that is characteristic of the

terroir of Puligny-Montrachet. It has a creamy texture due to aging in oak barrels, with subtle notes of
vanilla, almond, and roasted nuts. The wine is typically aged for about 12 to 18 months in oak barrels, with a

portion of the barrels being new oak. This allows the wine to pick up subtle oak characteristics, while the
wine’s fresh fruit and mineral qualities are not masked by the oak influence.

Maison De La Chabotte - Saint-Aubin Premier Cru Sentier Du Clou 2020
Saint-Aubin is a commune situated in the Côte de Beaune region, adjacent to the renowned Montrachet

vineyards. The "Sur le Sentier du Clou" vineyard benefits from a south-facing slope, ensuring optimal sunlight
exposure. The grapes undergo manual harvesting to ensure only the best fruit is selected. Fermentation occurs
in stainless steel tanks, preserving the fresh and crisp character of the Chardonnay. The wine is then aged in

oak barrels, which imparts subtle nuances of vanilla and toasted notes, enhancing its complexity.

Domaine Rapet - Pernand Vergelesses Premier Cru En Caradeaux 2018 
Pernand-Vergelesses Premier Cru “En Caradeux” in the Côte de Beaune has east-facing, calcareous soils ideal
for grape growing. The wine is fresh and vibrant, with notes of lemon, grapefruit, white flowers, light spice,

and a distinct mineral character reflecting its terroir.

Domaine Roche de bellene - Bienvenues-Bâtard-Montrachet Grand Cru
2020

100% Chardonnay
The Bienvenues-Bâtard-Montrachet Grand Cru vineyard is situated in the Côte de Beaune subregion of

Burgundy, renowned for its exceptional Chardonnay production. The vineyard benefits from optimal sun
exposure and well-draining soils, contributing to the development of the grapes' rich flavors and aromas. It

exhibits aromas of white peach, citrus zest, and delicate floral notes, complemented by a creamy texture and a
lingering mineral finish. The wine's complexity and aging potential make it a standout among Burgundy's

white wines.

Domaine Roche de bellene - Batard Montrachet Grand Cru 2020
100% Chardonnay

This wine has a complex aroma of ripe fruits such as peach, apple, and citrus, combined with subtle notes of
flowers and spices. There are also clear hints of roasted wood and vanilla from the aging in oak barrels, which

give the wine an extra layer of complexity and depth. After fermentation, the wine is aged in oak barrels
(usually 30-50% new oak) for a period of 12 to 18 months, depending on the vintage. This aging adds

complexity and a subtle smokiness to the wine, while the integration of the wood is carefully controlled to
preserve the purity of the Chardonnay.

Domaine Forey - Nuits-Saint-Georges Premier Cru Perrières 2016
100% Pinot Noir

The Perrières vineyard has a limestone-rich soil, typical of the Côte de Nuits, which contributes to the
structure and minerality of the wine. The vineyard is located on a gently sloping terrain, which helps the

grapes ripen optimally. The Nuits-Saint-Georges Premier Cru Perrières has a complex aroma of ripe red fruits
such as cherry, raspberry, and strawberry, combined with earthy tones and subtle spices.

contributes to the minerality and structure of the wines. The wine features a complex aroma of ripe red fruits,
such as cherry, raspberry, and strawberry, along with spices, tobacco, and a hint of earthiness. There are also

subtle notes of vanilla and toasted wood from aging in oak barrels, which add extra depth to the wine.

Domaine Forey - Echézeaux Grand Cru 2022
Echézeaux is one of the Grand Cru vineyards of Burgundy, located in the Côte de Nuits, near the famous

village of Vosne-Romanée. This vineyard is known for producing top Pinot Noir wines that are both elegant
and powerful. The vineyard has a complex soil of limestone and clay. Expect ripe fruit such as cherry,

raspberry, and strawberry, combined with spices, tobacco, and subtle earthy tones. There are also hints of
vanilla and toasted wood from aging in oak barrels, which add extra depth to the aroma.

Its
limestone-clay soil yields wines with ripe cherry, raspberry, and strawberry, layered with spice, tobacco, earth, and

subtle vanilla and toasted oak notes from barrel aging.

RED WINES

Château Lafite Rothschild - Premier Grand Cru Classe 1992 Pauillac Bordeaux 
Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Petit Verdot

Pauillac is one of the most important communes in the Médoc region of Bordeaux and is home to three of the five First
Growths, making it the heart of Bordeaux’s finest wines. Its gravel-dominated terroir, with clay and limestone, is ideal

for Cabernet Sauvignon. On the nose, the 1991 Lafite Rothschild shows dark fruits such as cassis, blackberry, and
plum, layered with tobacco, cedar, earth, and subtle notes of leather, truffle, spice, and vanilla from oak ageing.

Château Latour - Pauillac 1er Grand Cru Classé 2000
Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Petit Verdot

Known for its deep, dark fruit flavors (blackcurrant, cassis), as well as earthy, spicy, and oak-derived notes. It has a
full body with fine tannins and a long, powerful finish. Château Latour 2000 is considered one of the highlights of that

year, offering both immediate pleasure and fantastic aging potential.

Domaine de Montille - Clos Vougeot Grand Cru Domaine de Montille 
100% Pinot Noir

Clos Vougeot is located in the Côte de Nuits in Burgundy, within the commune of Vougeot, and is one of the 33 Grand
Cru vineyards of the region. Spanning 50 hectares, it is known for its diverse soils and microclimates. The nose is

complex and layered, offering red and dark fruit aromas such as cherry, raspberry, and blackcurrant.

Château Margaux 1989
 100% Cabernet Sauvignon

On the nose, Château Margaux 1989 is deeply expressive, with layers of blackcurrant, cedar, and violet. Over time,
notes of tobacco leaf, graphite, and truffle unfold, revealing the wine’s remarkable depth and grace. The palate is silky

yet powerful, with refined tannins and a lingering finish that reflects its noble terroir and perfect maturity.

Domaine Chanson – Beaune 1er Cru Clos des Fèves 2022
100% Pinot Noir

Clos des Fèves is the flagship vineyard of Domaine Chanson and is considered one of the finest Premier Cru sites in
Beaune. This monopole vineyard has a long history and produces wines of both power and finesse. The 2022 vintage
displays ripe red and black berries, floral notes, subtle spice, and pronounced minerality. On the palate, the wine is

concentrated, deep, and perfectly balanced.

Viberti Barolo Riserva “La Volta 2019
100% Nebbiolo

“La Volta” is a rare Barolo Riserva from the hills of Barolo in Piedmont, sourced from carefully selected
parcels. The wine undergoes extended ageing in large Slavonian oak casks, resulting in a classic and

powerful style. The nose reveals rose petals, tar, dried cherry, spice, and earthy notes. The palate is intense,
with firm yet ripe tannins, vibrant acidity, and remarkable depth.

Viberti Barolo Monvigliero 2018
100% Nebbiolo

Monvigliero is one of the most refined and elegant crus of Verduno, renowned for its aromatic expression
and softer tannin profile. The 2017 vintage offers a delicate bouquet of violets, red cherry, wild strawberry,
anise, and gentle spice. On the palate, the wine is slender, mineral-driven, and precise, with a long, floral

Sassicaia – Tenuta San Guido 2014
85% Cabernet Sauvignon, 15% Cabernet Franc

Sassicaia originates from Bolgheri, on the Tuscan coast of Italy, and is regarded as the founder of the iconic
Super Tuscan style. The vineyards lie close to the sea and benefit from cooling maritime influences and

poor, stony soils. The 2014 vintage is elegant and refined, with aromas of blackcurrant, cassis, cedar wood,
tobacco, and subtle spice. On the palate, the wine shows finesse, silky tannins, and a long, mineral-driven

finish.
