Flash hider Torque Tool

Before assembly, ensure that the barrel threads and caliber match the Rogue Flash hider. If they do not
match, do not proceed with the assembly.

Only mount the Flash hider when the firearm is unloaded. 
Use a torque wrench and clean the threads on the barrel thoroughly. 
Use the included tool when tightening. We recommend applying 35 Nm and using Loctite 243 or
similar.

Mounting

M15x1 HK Spigot: Use the included spigot spacer and then put on the Flash hider (Figure 1)
