Reason, the collaborator, enters into revelation alongside Christ, who becomes the Head of the universe. The three wills - thought, life, and place themselves to him, forming the basis of the All.
The Apocryphon also introduces the concept of the twelve eons, each possessing a specific attribute or power, including Armozel with the eon of grace, truth, and form. Sophia and Jaldabaoth are presented as opposing forces, with Sophia attempting to create an image without consent, resulting in the imperfect work known as Jaldabaoth. This text
ultimately leads to the creation of man, described as having both sex characteristics, created from the height of the sublime eons through the voice and image of man. The Apocryphon of John provides a unique perspective on Gnostic cosmogony and soteriology. =================================== The process of creation
described in this text is not sequential but rather interconnected. Rulers above each other represent different levels of understanding and power within the divine hierarchy. The efficacy of these rulers is linked to the functioning of organs and members, with seven rulers overseeing five key functions: sense perception, reception, imagination,
harmony, and movement. The fundamental forces that drive human experience - heat, cold, wetness, dryness - are governed by four principles, each with its own lord. Matter, considered the ultimate reality, is the source of these forces. The four leading demons associated with these forces - lust, desire, sorrow, fear - are also linked to various
passions and emotions. The total number of angels in this system is 365, but their enumeration stops here due to references to external texts like the book of Zoroaster. A pivotal event in creation involves Adam, who is initially motionless before receiving a spark of divine energy from Sophia, the mother figure. This energy allows him to move and
think, but it also makes him aware of his own mortality. In response to this newfound awareness, Adam's thinking surpasses that of the archons and angels surrounding him. They become jealous and place him in the shadow of death, binding him to the cycle of birth, growth, decay. However, the light within Adam awakens, leading him back to life
and eventually into paradise. Here, Adam is faced with a choice: the tree of knowledge, which offers wisdom and understanding, versus the temptation to abuse its power through arbitrary-creative or sexual means. The serpent, representing Jaldabaoth's influence, tempts Adam to exploit this power, but he ultimately chooses to resist. In contrast,
when Jaldabaoth attempts to take a piece of divine energy from Adam by cutting open his rib, the Epinoia - the source of life and wisdom - cannot be captured. Instead, she forms Eve, creating the image of the divine in humanity. The presence of this image serves as a reminder of Adam's own spiritual nature. The story takes another turn with the
appearance of Cain, Abel, and Seth, who are born from the conflict between Jaldabaoth's influence and the Pronoia of the All. These three figures are connected to various attributes and principles, highlighting the complexities of human experience. Ultimately, this narrative presents a world where human consciousness is intertwined with divine
forces, and our choices have far-reaching consequences. Through the interactions of these characters, we see the struggle between light and darkness, wisdom and ignorance, and the ongoing quest for understanding and connection to the divine.The ways of souls, as revealed by Jesus and John, teach that those who align with the spirit of life will
achieve goodness and inherit eternal life. However, those whose lives are not in harmony with this spirit but still exhibit some awareness of it, will be saved to an eternal rest even though they were previously misled by the despised spirit. The text also discusses the negative ways, including conditions and ratios of reincarnation. Those who recognize
these patterns but choose to ignore them, will end up in a place where angels of poverty reside, without any opportunity for repentance. Furthermore, those who blaspheme the Holy Spirit will face eternal punishment. Jesus explains that the First Archon, Jaldabaoth, wants to dominate human minds but is unaware that this is impossible. He breaks
the marriage with Sophia, resulting in a bitter destiny that gives rise to all sorts of sins and evil. The fate of humanity is tied to measures, times, and moments, as Jaldabaoth attempts to destroy it with a flood. Noah, however, is warned of this plan and hides in a cloud of light along with others from the non-violent race. Jaldabaoth sends his angels to
the daughters of men to produce offspring for their own pleasure, but they fail, resulting in the creation of a despised spirit that imitates the true spirit. These angels deceive people by presenting themselves as attractive figures and tempting them with gifts and other enticing things. As a result, humans live lives filled with sorrow, die without finding
truth or knowledge of God, and the entire creation becomes enslaved. The pronoia of the universe speaks in the final paragraphs, describing its descent into darkness to the center of prison three times. Each time, it goes into the midst of darkness and speaks to a human being, who is initially unaware but eventually hears and responds to the
pronoia's appeal. The conclusion emphasizes the importance of keeping this secret teaching hidden and passing it on only to like-minded individuals. However, those who reveal this knowledge in return will be cursed. John testifies to the fulfillment of his commission, and further information can be found in various editions and translations of the Nag
Hammadi texts.The Gnostic Bible of Heretics, a controversial and ancient text, has been the subject of much debate and study.
