The	word	"nepotismo"	comes	from	Italian,	meaning	nephew,	and	is	derived	from	the	Latin	root	"nepos." It	wasn't	until	Pope	Innocent	XII	issued	the	papal	bull	Romanum	decet	Pontificem	in	1692	that	the	practice	was	finally	limited.	The	bull	prohibited	popes	from	bestowing	estates,	offices,	or	revenues	on	any	relative	except	for	one	qualified	person	who
could	be	made	a	cardinal.	The	concept	of	nepotism	is	also	discussed	in	the	Kural	literature,	which	views	it	as	both	evil	and	unwise.	Nepotism	is	often	accused	in	politics	when	someone's	relative	gains	power	without	appropriate	qualifications. Ben	Platt's	role	in	the	2021	film	adaptation	of
Dear	Evan	Hansen	was	attributed	to	aid	by	his	father,	Marc	Platt,	who	was	also	a	producer	on	the	project.	This	led	to	controversy	due	to	Platt	being	ten	years	older	than	his	character	at	the	time	of	filming.	The	term	"Nepo	Baby"	gained	popularity	after	New	York	magazine	featured	notable	celebrities	whose	career	successes	have	been	achieved
through	nepotism	in	their	December	2022	cover	story.	In	sports,	Thanasis	Antetokounmpo	has	been	labeled	as	benefiting	from	nepotism	due	to	his	brother	being	Giannis	Antetokounmpo.	The	Los	Angeles	Lakers	faced	allegations	of	nepotism	when	they	selected	Bronny	James,	the	son	of	LeBron	James,	in	the	2024	NBA	draft.	In	academia,	nepotism	is
common	where	professors	often	hire	their	partners	and	sometimes	children	within	the	same	faculty.	This	practice	was	more	prevalent	before	strict	anti-nepotism	policies	were	implemented	in	universities	across	the	United	States.	Countries	with	high	levels	of	corruption	and	lower	competition	between	universities	are	generally	found	to	have	higher
levels	of	corruption	in	academia.	Italy	stands	out	for	having	particularly	high	levels	of	nepotism	in	its	academic	system	compared	to	other	developed	nations.	Interestingly,	nepotism	is	sometimes	praised	for	promoting	female	employment	in	academia.	Finally,	Vladimir	Putin's	long-standing	friendship	with	a	man	has	been	pointed	out	as	an	example	of
how	personal	relationships	can	influence	decision-making	processes	in	positions	of	power	and	authority.	Rotenberg	is	one	of	the	richest	people	in	Russia.	Nepotism	is	common	practice	in	Argentina,	despite	various	efforts	to	reduce	it.	In	2018,	Mauricio	Macri's	government	set	a	limit	on	nepotism	through	Decree	93/2018,	which	prohibited
appointments	based	on	kinship	ties	beyond	the	second	degree	with	top	officials.	The	Kirchnerist	movement	has	been	accused	of	promoting	nepotism	over	meritocracy. followed	by	sons	Xavier	and	Richard,	and	grandson	Adrien.	Lall	Jugnauth's	involvement	in	politics	started	in	the	1950s,	and	he	was	succeeded	by	cousins	Aneerood	and	Ashock,	as	well	as	nephew	Pravind.	Abdool	Razack	Mohamed	became	Lord	Mayor	and	minister	after	migrating	from	India;	his	son	Yousuf	and	grandson	Shakeel	were	also	elected	and
served	as	ministers.	Roshi	Bhadain,	a	former	Labour	Party	minister's	nephew,	was	involved	in	a	2019	investigation	for	suspicious	recruitment	practices	when	he	was	a	minister.	Harry	Ganoo,	Alan	Ganoo's	retired	brother,	was	nominated	as	the	new	president	of	the	Civil	Service	College	Mauritius	in	March	2020.	Construction	company	PAD	&	Co.	Ltd
received	major	contracts	until	mid-2020,	but	went	under	voluntary	administration	following	the	St	Louis	gate	scandal	and	discovery	of	fake	bank	guarantees.	In	June	2020,	MP	Eshan	Juman	revealed	details	of	a	contract	between	the	Ministry	of	Land	and	Housing	and	Smart	Clinics	Ltd,	which	is	partly	owned	by	Ismaël	Rawoo.	In	August	2020,	V.	Gobin,
Maneesh	Gobin's	father,	was	nominated	as	Chairman	of	the	Mahatma	Gandhi	Institute	and	the	Rabindranath	Tagore	Institute. Despite	pressure	from	authorities,	MWAA	employees	were	allowed	to	influence	hiring	and	promotion	decisions	for	relatives.	However,	their	ethics	policy	now	prohibits	such	practices. In	response	to	these	allegations,	the	government	provided	proof	of	the	collegium's	picks	for	HC	judges,	which	included	instances	of	nepotism.	In	Bollywood,	actor
Ranbir	Kapoor	has	confessed	that	he	is	a	product	of	nepotism	and	would	like	to	work	hard	so	that	his	children	get	the	right	opportunity.
