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Turkish	referee	video	leaked

A	24-year-old	female	referee,	Elif	Karaarslan,	and	her	61-year-old	official,	Orhan	Erdemir,	have	been	hit	with	suspensions	from	football-related	activities	over	a	sex	tape	allegedly	featuring	the	pair.	The	Turkish	Football	Federation	arbitration	board	rejected	their	appeals,	with	Karaarslan	facing	a	90-day	ban	and	Erdemir	receiving	a	45-day	suspension.
Karaarslan	has	denied	being	involved	in	the	alleged	sex	tape,	stating	that	it	was	created	using	artificial	intelligence	and	had	no	relation	to	her.	A	lawyer	representing	Karaarslan	claimed	that	the	video	was	generated	to	harm	her	reputation	and	has	vowed	to	take	legal	action	against	those	responsible.	Erdemir	has	also	expressed	his	disappointment,
saying	that	his	30-year	career	as	a	referee	and	observer	has	been	ruined	by	the	scandal.	Elif	Karaarslan,	a	24-year-old	Turkish	referee,	faces	severe	backlash	after	a	leaked	video	purportedly	showing	her	engaging	in	intimate	acts	with	a	61-year-old	FIFA	inspector,	Orhan	Erdemir,	went	viral.	The	Turkish	Football	Federation	subsequently	revoked	the
licenses	of	those	involved,	casting	a	shadow	on	Karaarslan's	reputation.	Born	and	raised	in	Turkey,	Karaarslan	began	her	football	career	at	Libadi	Sports	Club	before	transitioning	to	refereeing	at	the	age	of	16	due	to	an	injury.	She	pursued	a	degree	in	sports	sciences	from	the	University	of	Marmara,	inspired	by	foreign	female	referees	she	followed	on
social	media.	Karaarslan's	rise	to	prominence	was	swift,	with	358,000	Instagram	followers	at	the	time	of	the	scandal.	However,	she	has	denied	being	involved	in	the	intimate	video,	claiming	it	was	fabricated	using	AI	technology.	Her	legal	team	supports	this	claim,	stating	that	the	video	was	created	from	someone	else's	social	media	account	and	poses	a
threat	to	those	facing	similar	accusations.	As	Karaarslan	faces	a	lifetime	ban	from	officiating	in	her	homeland,	she	remains	resolute	in	her	determination	to	clear	her	name	and	appeal	the	decision. According	to	Elif	Karaarslan,	"a	woman's	honor"	stands	firm.	She	claims	the	controversial	video	was	fabricated	using	AI	technology,	a	notion
supported	by	her	lawyer.	The	attorney	issued	a	statement	emphasizing	that	the	video	was	created	with	malicious	intentions	through	artificial	intelligence	from	another	social	media	account,	unrelated	to	Karaarslan's	client.	The	lawyer	added	that	upon	closer	examination,	it	becomes	apparent	that	the	video's	image	is	blurry	and	certain	aspects	of	the
relationship	were	entirely	edited	using	computer	software.
