The tarot deck consists of two primary sections: the Minor Arcana, comprising 56 cards focused on everyday life aspects like relationships and experiences, and the Major Arcana, featuring 22 cards that represent universal themes and archetypes influencing our lives. These archetypes, such as love, hope, and manifestation, are depicted through
recognizable motifs, offering a way to understand complex concepts. The Major Arcana tells a story, often referred to as "The Fool's Journey," where we follow the character from a blank canvas to completion, experiencing various life events like learning, falling, and spiritual growth. Understanding this journey is not essential for tarot comprehension
but provides a helpful framework for interpreting the cards in sequence. Archetypes, such as the Hermit, Death, or the High Priestess, are representations of concepts rather than the concepts themselves, holding personal significance for each individual. The Major Arcana in a tarot deck comprises 22 cards that represent great myths we've lived.
These cards may symbolize people who have influenced us, situations, lessons, conflicts, choices, and blessings that have shaped our lives. The Major Arcana offers a chance to reflect on these points and view them as epic stories. Instead of explaining what the Major Arcana is, it's best to learn by working with the cards yourself. Each card will be
introduced as an archetype, discussing its themes, symbols, and meaning. Then, practical interpretations will be provided, focusing on what advice or guidance the card might offer in a tarot reading. Key ideas, common symbols, and memories will also be highlighted. The Major Arcana draws from ancient mystical traditions, including Judaism,
Christianity, Egypt's spirituality, Gnosticism, Neoplatonism, Celtic mythology, Sufism, alchemy, and Buddhism. These 22 cards illustrate the path to spiritual realization, with each obstacle leading to broader experiences of life, meaning, and truth. The Trumps date back to 1440 in Italy but remain relevant today. They show various forces like
elements, creatures, emotions, and vicissitudes, making them a medium for divination that was not initially intended as such. The Major Arcana predate the Minor and were first used by nobles before becoming a tool for exploring human experiences. Despite controversy over their use due to images of mortality, pain, and suffering, they also present
pleasant aspects of life like birth, fertility, courage, and rebirth. In the late 1400s, an Italian priest gave a sermon that linked The Devil tarot card to souls lost at card games. This notion was short-lived, as in the 18th century, occultists in France revived interest in Major Arcana cards for moral and spiritual investigations. Antoine Court de Gébelin
saw tarot as divination and Ancient Egyptian thought, while Eliphas Lévi linked it to Kabbalah and Christian mysticism through the Rider Waite deck. Today, there is no single Tarot deck but many interpretations of the 22 Major Arcana cards, each with its own rendition. The Major Arcana depicts fundamental human experiences and archetypes,
imparting wisdom on life's major lessons. Unlike the Minor Arcana, which reflects everyday themes and concerns, the Major Arcana represents broader spiritual lessons to be integrated. Tarot scholar Rachel Pollack divided the Major Arcana into three lines representing soul development phases: 1. The First Line (The Magician through The Chariot)
explores ego development and external achievements. 2. The Second Line (Strength through Temperance) delves into subconscious material, self-reflection, and universal forces outside individual control. 3. The Third Line (The Devil through The World) represents the development of a superconscious or transpersonal awareness. Exploring the depths
of our essential self requires experiences that help us realize, connect with, and integrate this inner truth. The Fool, being the first card in the Major Arcana, is like the protagonist in a journey where we encounter and assimilate various archetypes. These archetypes are universal patterns, symbols, and motifs found within the collective unconscious,
which Carl Jung described as a shared repository of psychic artifacts. The Major Arcana cards, numbered from 0 to 21, each has its own unique meaning, but their interpretation can change depending on the spread, question asked, or whether they appear upright or reversed. These archetypes reflect both our inner world and the world around us,
allowing us to gain self-awareness by recognizing them in our lives. Through tarot readings, we can tap into these archetypes and integrate them consciously, leading to a deeper understanding of ourselves and the world. The Fool's Journey is not just about achieving greatness but about reconciling dualities and integrating the conscious and
unconscious aspects of our psyche. Tarot spreads hold multiple layers of interpretation, encompassing both negative and positive connotations. Some practitioners view reversed cards as signifying an obstruction or flip in the intended message, rather than simply negating it outright.
