public. Historians attribute defi-
nite achievements to each of the
kings and therefore the periods
in which they reigned cannot be
considered legendary any longer.

With the fall of the monarchy,
the Romans were governed by two
Consuls elected from year to year.
Above all, they exercised military
authority, since political atffairs
were in the hands of the Senate
which, in the event of extreme
danger, could elect a Dictator for
a period not exceeding six months.
A Praetor was responsible for pas-
ging judgment upon quarrels ‘be-
tween citizens, and the Cowrts of
the Plebelans, created in 494 B.C.,
protected the plebeians with their
power to veto abuses by the legis-
lative, executive and judicial bran-

ﬂchuatcovmcm. In 451 BC. it

was decided to compile written
laws which would be wvalid for
both patricians and plebeians. At
the beginning of the III century,
there was no longer any differ-
ence between patricians and ple-
beians; for some time the latter
had enjoyed the privilege of be-
coming consuls and they could
marry women belonging to the
patrician class. Rome ha dbecome
a democratic republic, but this
internal evolution had been ob-

tained at the price of civil strug-
| gles. However, this did not inter-
(fere with the external expansion
of the city.
