This must
have been a very trying vo-
yage lasting as it did over
15% days, It is indeed &
credit to the courageous
missionary nuns who had
volunteered to come to N.O.
from the mouth of the Mis-
sissippl it required another
10 days to arrive at the
City. They were welcomed by
governor Perier and the
Jesuit Pathers as the first
group of nuns to establish
themselves in American ter-
ritory.
