The town of Volterra stands where the ancient Etruscan town of Fe-

lathri once stood . It is in a part of Tuscany that affords a rare example
of truly dramatic scenery , and the town has never broken with its age -old
tradition of working and fashioning alabaster an especially beautiful
stone treasured for its diaphanous transparency and marble -like whiteness .

The Etruscans first used Volterra alabaster , sculpturing it into deco-
rations , symbols and mythical subjects of precious workmanship on the
fronts of thousands of urns . It formed a costly base for the figure reclining
on the lid . In these figures , Etruscan artists often displayed their talent
in the art of portraiture , with plastic simplicity and objective realism .

As the ancient civilization fell into decay , and customs changed with
the advent of Christianity , this type of work was abandoned , so much so
that we lose all trace of it for a time .

It is not until the middle of the 16th century that we have any definite
records of resumption of the use of Volterra alabaster , most likely because
of the discovery of old Etruscan urns and the great interest that cultured
Italian people had, even then , in antiques . From that time on , alabaster
has never ceased being used by artisans and artists , with the usual ups and
downs of fortune , and Volterra has always been the main center for its
production ..

Easy to work in all its many varieties of structure and color , transpa-
rency or marble - like qualities , alabaster can be fashioned into perfectly
finished creations , and suitable material for objects beloved by connois-
seurs , affording those with even modest incomes the pleasure of possessing
work modelled by fine artisans who are very often , genuine artists .

The various qualities of alabaster are identified according to their
structure and color by the names of the localities where they are quarried :
Pomarancie , Chiusdino , Castellina and S. Anastasio ; or by their structural
characteristics alone : Agate , Bardiglio , Scaglione and the like .

Turned on lathes or fashioned by the sculptor's rasp and tools , alabaster
makes very fine bases for lamps in vase or urn forms giving a wonder-
fully diffused , intimate and warm lighting effect ; or elaborate sculpture
that fits well into any interior - decorating scheme , whether of magnificent
period or simple modern style .

Alabaster objects can also be artificially colored , and this in no way
detracts from the natural qualities of the stone , but enlarges its chromatic
range . It can bring a distinctive note of gaiety into a room , even if it is
only a small box or book - ends .

WASHINGTON -The United States has stirred up

diplomatic circles by publishing once-secret correspondence in
which Franklin D. Roosevelt and Winston Churchill etched in

acid their impatience with France's Charles De Gaulle .

Roosevelt complained that De Gaulle , then an aspiring

French leader in exile , saw
himself as a Messiah , and

Churchill pictured him in turn
as a strutting combination of
Joan of Arc and Clemenceau .

The dispatches between the
two allied leaders in World
War II were written back in
1943 .

IN RELEASING the docu-

ments yesterday the State De-
partment went out of its way

to say that publishing the tart
remarks of Churchill and

Roosevelt did not grow out of

this country's current trou-
bled relations with President

De Gaulle . It said it was part

of its program of releasing
documents 20 years or more
old .

Although State Department
historians have authority to

blue-pencil items that " Would
tend to impede current diplo-

matic negotiations " or that
would give needless offense ,

they left in enough to raise
diplomatic eyebrows .

The bride never wore the

jewelry before the wedding .
however , and even had to re-

main in her home for the three

days preceding the nuptials .
Creole families even had a

special day of the week to get
married on . Mondays and

Tuesdays were considered

fashionable , but Saturdays and
Sundays were for commoners .
Friday was never a day for a

wedding as it was " Hang-

man's day , " the day when ex-
ecutions were carried out .

Fashionable weddings were
held in St. Louis Cathedral

with special ushers on hand to

escort the families into the

church , and take charge of the
procession . Families from

both sides were invited and as

many relatives as could be

I gathered for the occasion .
Traditional dress for the

bride was a gown of tulle or
silk mousseline , trimmed with

pearls and lace ; a short veil ,

orange blossoms in the hair ,

and a bouquet .
