POLAR EXPEDITIONS

WELL WORTH WHILE

Organizer of Arctic Parties

Defends Projects .

New York . - Justification for the

risk and expenditure of money in-
volved in three American Arctie ex-
peditions last summer was given by
Robert Anderson Pope , organizer of
the All - American Alumni Arctic expe-
dition . His outfit will be commanded
by Lieut . Leigh Wade , assisted by
Lieut . H. H , Ogden , both of whom are
round - the - world flyers .

All three expeditions will attempt to
locate and claim for the United States .

graphic society estimates that this

M. Gas : ou Caloux . for
mer president of the Paris Statistical
society , now has ade reckoninge
which peace organizations in every

country might well keep in mind for

future propaganda .
The population of France at the

outbreak of the war was 39.600,000
From these the government mobilized
for the army and muvy 8.355,000 , of

this number 1,363,000 lost their lives

This figure represents one- sixth of the
mobilized effectives , one -seventh of

the masculine population of the comm-
try and one -twentieth of the whole .

If the dead alone might be drawn

up in a serried line it would require
the Twentieth Century Limited , trav

eling without stop at sixty miles an

hour , some nine hours to reach the

end .
