A. " Applications by local councils for authority to

act are made to the National Retail Trade Council or the

National Retail Drug Trade Council in Washington . If

such an application appears satisfactory on its face and

no objection with respect thereto has been received , the

National Coucil , with the Administrator's approval , will

issue temporary authority to the local council to handle

complaints in accordance with the regulations printed in
with the regulatio

Retail Bulletin No. 1. "

Q. What codes are in effect as applied to banking ?

A. Bankers ' code , effective October 16 ; code for

mutual savings banks , effective October 23 ; code for in-

vestment bankers , effective December 11 .

Q. What are the exact subdivisions of the dry -goods

division of the wholesale code ? leilating

A. For purposes of administration the proposed code

subdivides the dry -goods division of the wholesale trade

into eight commodity divisions , namely : General dry

goods , hosiery and underwear ; piece goods ; notions ; men's

furnishings ; knitted underwear ; ready -to -wear ; floor

coverings ; and house furnishings . Subject to approval of

the Administrator , these subdivisions shall be entitled to

appoint a representative on the general code authority .

Q. What restrictions as to delivery are contained in

the code of the industrial laundering and cleaning trade ?

A. As submitted at hearings which began November

27 , it provides that no member of the trade shall be open

for service between 10 p.m. and 6 a.m. or on Sunday .

Hours for cleaning services are limited to 67 % per week .

It further provides that no member shall receive or de-

liver work between the hours of 8 p.m. and 5 a.m. or on

Sunday .

Q. What are exactly the hours to be maintained by

drug stores as provided in the retail drug code ?

A. Answered by the Retail Division of NRA as follows :

" The Code provides that if drug stores elect to operate

under group D and work their employees 56 hours per

week , and not less than 8 hours each day . This code pro-

vision would prevent drug stores alternating Sundays and

operating under group D. Drug stores can elect to operate
under group C, meeting employee nours of 48 per week ,

and operate only 6 days per week . If this code provision

creates undue hardship , we invite further comment . "

Q. What happens to a petition for exceptions under

the President's Reemployment Agreement when a code

becomes effective for a trade or industry ?

A. " When a code becomes effective , PRA itself is no

longer a governing factor , and all substitutions and ex-

ceptions , being but modifications of the President's Re-

employment Agreement , terminate with it ."

Q. Can local compliance boards act on questions re-

garding operations under the Cotton -Textile Code ?

A. No. " Local compliance boards are not authorized

to rule or take action on any questions arising under ap-

proved codes ." Their function is to report compliance .

A. The maximum periods of labor prescribed in section

2 of article V ( 44 hours per week ) shall not apply to out-

side service employees nor to billing and shipping clerks

and cashiers working in conjunction with the outside

service employees in work of such nature that any ine-

quality of hours would interrupt the routine of the outside

service department , but such employees shall not work

more than 48 hours per week unless they are paid at the

rate of time and one third for all hours over 48 hours per

week .

To the Customers.of

Alabama Power Company :

So much has been said about the rates for

electric service being based upon values which

include " write -ups " and " watered stock " that

we feel an explanation of the fundamental prin-

ciples of rate making should be given to our

customers .

The amount of stock which may have been .

issued by a utility has nothing to do with rates .
Nor has the value of its stock .

The rates which a utility is allowed to charge

are such as would entitle it to " earn a fair net

return on the reasonable value of its property ,
devoted to the public service ."

Take two utility companies , for instance , the

value of whose property is $ 100,000 each. With
the same rates and return of 6 % , the earnings

of each company would be $ 6,000 . One com-

pany might have 1000 shares of stock issued and

thus be earning $ 6.00 a share ; the other com-

paný might have 100,000 shares of stock and

thus be earning 6c a share . Regardless of the

number of shares of stock , the rate of return

the property value would be the same and the

rates charged would be the same . In brief , the

allowance of earnings is only on the reasonable
value of the property .

The fact that a utility is regulated forms the
basis for the belief that it is therefore guaran

' teed a fixed return on its investment . This is

not the case . The problem of earning the sum

of money permitted by law to be earned is up to

the management of the company . The law will

not permit a utility to earn more than a fair

return , but it does not guarantee such fair re-

turn . The State will not make up any deficit

which may result from faulty or inefficient

management , or an improper rate structure .
