County , the lamented Judge Henry A. Sharpe became the first pre-siding Judge of the consolidated Court ; and his long judicial ex-perience and broad legal learning proved invaluable to the newcourt , of which I was then a junior member . Since then , each yearon the bench has naturally added to such judicial qualifications as Imay have possessed, and fifteen months ago the duties and problemsof the Presiding Judgeship devoted on me .

During the past year , on account of the distressing financial andeconomic situation , the Court worked under adverse conditions .However , it is a matter of record that the Court as a whole hasmade steady and substantial progress , and is functioning with - in-creased efficiency . And , at the present rate of progress , by theend of the term next June , the dockets of the court as a whole willbe in the best condition since shortly after the World war .

If it is agreeable to the voters , I would like to continue at mywork on the bench for another term ; and I wish to assure you , eachand all , that your continued confidence will be very highly appreciated .
