Moving to a queue deliberately to avoid receiving Holy  
Communion from a Eucharistic Minister to receive from a priest 
because they are a priest is not a good thing. By doing this, 
you have placed the priest's importance over our precious Lord 
whom you seek to receive. This is ultimately a sin against the Holy Spirit 
whom the priest has prayerfully called upon to transform the gifts of 
bread and wine into our Lord Jesus. Please do not move to the queue 
where the priest is distributing Holy Communion but return to your seat 
as you are no longer in a state of grace. If you are waiting in the queue 
for Holy Communion and you notice that either another Eucharistic  
Minister, Priest or Deacon has a shorter or no queue; it is helpful to 
move to the shorter queue. Fr David.
