Q. How long are Steve’s keynotes?
A. Steve will tailor his keynote to fit your agenda. He can deliver 30-, 45-, 60-, 75-, or 90-minute keynotes. His speaking fee is the same, no matter the length of the keynote you choose. Most clients select a 45 or 60-minute keynote.

Q. What’s the optimal length of Steve’s keynotes?
A. If your agenda allows, a 60-, 75-, or 90-minute keynote gives the audience time to learn AI fundamentals, explore the implications of AI, and understand how they need to prepare their organization, team, or themselves for what is to come. Steve’s speaking fee is not tied to the length of his keynote, so many clients opt to get their money’s worth and choose a 60-minute keynote with additional time for Q&A.

Q. How much Q&A does Steve do after his keynotes?
A. That’s up to you. Some clients opt for no Q&A, while others allocate 5 to 30 minutes for it. Just let Steve know how much time you’d like him to spend on Q&A, and he will gladly accommodate.

Q. Does Steve offer customized keynotes?
A. Yes! Steve offers a wide range of keynotes designed to appeal to a broad range of audiences. Steve can also build a custom keynote for your audience. Simply share details about your audience’s focus, needs, and challenges, and he will tailor his content and remarks to deliver a keynote that connects meaningfully with everyone in the room. 

Q. I’d like to buy copies of Steve’s book for my event. Do you offer bulk discounts?
A. Yes! We will happily help you obtain copies of Steve’s book for your audience. Our book partner is Porchlight Books. Q. What industries has Steve done keynotes for?
A. Steve has worked with a diverse range of clients across multiple industries. He has delivered keynotes and AI innovation workshops in the finance, mortgage, manufacturing, healthcare, education, legal, retail, real estate, hospitality, mining, telecommunications, consumer goods, transportation, security, insurance, electronics, semiconductors, government, and energy sectors.

Q. How long has Steve been a keynote speaker?
A. Steve has delivered hundreds of keynotes worldwide, spanning five continents and over 20 countries. He has been speaking professionally for over a decade and is comfortable in front of an intimate audience of ten or a large audience of ten thousand people.

Q. Is Steve comfortable working with senior leaders?
A. Many of Steve’s presentations are to boards, C-suite, and senior leaders. He is very comfortable working with senior leaders and management and has served as an executive at Intel and Google DeepMind.

Q. What are Steve’s technical requirements for a keynote?
A. Steve has three simple requirements for his presentation equipment:
1) An HDMI connection to a large display
2) Amplified computer audio over HDMI or via a standard 3.5mm audio jack so Steve can show videos with audio from his laptop.
3) A microphone with amplification should be available at venues with 30 people or more.

Q. Does Steve need a wireless clicker to advance his slides?
A. Perhaps. Steve typically uses his own wireless clicker with a range of about 100 feet. In venues where his computer will be far from the stage, such as in an AV booth at the back of an auditorium, please provide a reliable, long-range clicker, such as a Cue system.

Q. Does Steve have any other requirements at events?
A. Steve is pretty easygoing. During his talk, he simply asks for water to be available on stage. Ideally, two or three bottles of bottled water or a glass with a jug of water without ice would be perfect.

Q. Does Steve like a podium to speak?
A. Not at all. Steve prefers to speak without a podium and to move around the stage to engage his audience fully.

Q. What type of microphone does Steve like to use?
A. Steve prefers a lavalier or lapel mic, though he is happy to use a handheld or head-mounted microphone.

Q. Does Steve require a green room at the venue?
A. No, Steve does not require a green room. However, access to a quiet space where Steve can gather his thoughts before the presentation is welcome.

Q. Does Steve require internet access for his presentations?
A. No. Steve does not require on-site internet access. His presentations are self-contained and designed to run without an internet connection.

Q. Does Steve share his presentations?
A. Unfortunately, Steve does not share his presentation materials. However, he encourages his audiences to take as many photos as they wish of his slides during presentations and even share them online. Steve’s presentations constitute his core intellectual property. He also refrains from sharing them for practical reasons—his presentations are massive files (1-2GB) that contain embedded images and videos, making sharing difficult. 

Q. Why does Steve present from his laptop rather than using a presentation machine?
A. Steve’s presentation files are large and optimized for his machine. He presents directly from his MacBook to ensure a high-quality, immersive experience for the audience. Previous attempts to run Steve’s presentations on client machines, especially Windows machines, have resulted in a subpar experience for the audience, with fonts mangled and videos not playing as intended.

Q. Does Steve ever participate in panel sessions or fireside chats?
A. Yes! While most clients want a full keynote with presentation graphics and videos, Steve is also happy to share his insights on AI in other event formats, including panel sessions and a fireside chat.

Q. Can we record or livestream Steve’s presentation for remote participants or use it in future promotions and social media?
A. Yes, with one condition. Clients are granted recording and broadcast rights to Steve’s presentation in exchange for sharing a high-quality digital recording of the content within 48 hours of the event and granting Steve the right to use that recording for promotional purposes.

Q. What is Steve’s speaking fee?
