
Example Schoolwide Schedules 

Purpose: The examples in this document highlight how schoolwide schedules can allow time for intervention, enrichment, and remediation. At the elementary and middle school levels, the provision of Tier II and Tier III interventions should be built into the schoolwide schedule. At the high school level, there are two common scheduling options for Tier II and Tier III intervention needs. One is a “skinny block,” or short 30-minute class period, that occurs schoolwide for intervention, enrichment, guidance, and other student support that is not credit-bearing. The other common approach is to use the intervention course codes to provide intervention as an elective in the student’s schedule. The following are example narratives that explain different approaches. 

Elementary Schedules 

[bookmark: _Int_aGgtuI7W]Example Narrative: A particular group could have intervention time at the same time each day or at different times throughout the day. All personnel resources in the building should be utilized to provide standards remediation, intervention, or enrichment during intervention time. This example demonstrates how each group has a scheduled time for intervention and all school personnel are utilized. 
Teachers reflected in Example #1: 
· Teacher A supports five students with a decoding deficit. 
· Teacher B supports four students with a fluency deficit. 
· Teacher C supports five students with a math calculation deficit. 
· Teacher D supports four advanced students with enrichment. 
· Teacher E supports eight students with grade level reading instruction. 
Additional personnel not listed in Example #1:
· A special education teacher supports four students with decoding issues (different from the group with Teacher A). 
· An EL teacher supports seven students with instruction for English Learners.
· An educational assistant supports eight students needing learning acceleration with grade level standards. 
· Another educational assistant has 12 students working on a project who do not need remediation on standards or intervention due to skill deficits.

Secondary Schedules 

Example Narrative: Below are schoolwide schedules that create a 30-minute skinny block for intervention, standards remediation, or enrichment. Three options are: 
1. six 50- or 55-minute periods with one 30-minute period, 
2. seven 45- or 47-minute periods with one 30-minute period, or
3. four 85-minute blocks with one 30-minute block. 
During the 30-minute period, all students are scheduled with a teacher for intervention, remediation, or enrichment (similar to the elementary example). Since all students are scheduled during the day with a certified teacher and some teachers have planning, the skinny block will always work out with the teacher/student ratio smaller than normal for the school. This is an “all hands-on deck” time. Teachers should not have planning during the skinny block. An option for organizing students could be to have staff identify students who need academic support and students who have special interests (e.g., art, CTE, etc.). Using those categories, students requiring enrichment, remediation with grade-level standards, or specific skill support could be placed first into an appropriate intervention and all others could be assigned to a class of interest. Consider the following steps as students are scheduled:
1. Schedule students who are advanced for enrichment.
2. Schedule students with skill deficits into interventions with the most qualified teachers. 
3. Schedule students needing extra help on grade level standards for remediation.
4. Schedule students who are meeting grade level standards and who do not have skill deficits into areas of interest (e.g., fine arts, CTE, community projects, etc.).
An art teacher may have turned in 30 names of students she would like to have for extra projects, but seven were scheduled for intervention of EOC help, so she will have 23 students during the skinny block. There may be a small number of students who a teacher did not request and do not need intervention, remediation, or enrichment. Have a plan for placement of these students (e.g., library research, intramural sports, peer tutoring, etc.). Schools may want to revisit the skinny block at least every nine weeks.

· During Periods 5 and 6, student schedules are split into A and B groups. The instructional time in each period is either a credit-bearing class or time for intervention, remediation, or enrichment. 



Block 6-12 Schedule – EXAMPLE #1

Block Schedule Example 1: Extend one class period each day by 30-40 minutes to provide time for intervention, remediation, or enrichment. The teachers on planning can be responsible for providing the interventions while other students stay in their regular classes or rotate to other activities. This would place importance on common planning time. For example, if all math teachers had first period planning, then all math intervention could take place during the first block schedule.

High School RTI2 Scheduling Questions

· How many students do we have? 
· What is the cafeteria size? How many lunch periods do we need? 
· How long are our class periods? 
· Have we audited our schedule to see how much time is not spent on instruction? 
· How much time is available in the day to change the schedule? 
· Can we take one to two minutes of time allotted to change classes or other places in the day? 
· Can we create a skinny block for intervention, remediation, or enrichment, or should we consider course codes for intervention?
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Caregiver Letter Example

Purpose: This example letter describes a school’s intervention scheduling process and informs caregivers of their student’s intervention placement. It is written from an elementary perspective, where multiple grade-level teachers, a gifted education teacher, and an EL teacher are involved.

Dear Caregiver, 

Your student’s grade level will begin our Response to Instruction and Intervention (RTI2) block on Monday, August 28th, 2023. During this 45-minute block, students receive instruction in small groups. Students may work on the computer for part of the time and in a small group with the interventionist for part of the time. The checked box indicates your student’s assigned intervention group.

· Your student will receive enrichment with Ms. Coffee. 
· Your student will receive instruction for English Learners with Ms. Bridgestone. 
· Your student will receive reading intervention and will be monitored weekly for progress in a small group with Mr. Jones. 
· Your student will receive reading intervention and will be monitored weekly for progress in a small group with Ms. Smith.
· Your student will receive reading intervention with Ms. Wells. 
· Your student is also eligible to participate in our Scholars Program. 
· This high-dosage, low ratio tutoring program is currently available after school two to three days a week and provides reading instruction in groups of no more than three students. 
· Please contact your student’s teacher if your student is able to stay after school and participate. 
· Transportation is not provided. 
· Your student will receive grade level reading instruction with Ms. White. 
· Your student will receive grade level reading instruction with Ms. Perkins. 
· Your student will receive grade level reading instruction with Ms. Thomas.
