Some of the more common plants are
listed, as well as uncommon species that
have a limited distribution and only

occur 1n your area.

However, many more species could be
included on the list. Observing your
local bush 1s a good way to get an idea
of what else may be grown in your area
and 1s suited to your property. To help
choose the right plants for your site, you
will find information on plants suitable
for different soil types, vegetation
communities and uses, including

species safe to plant below power lines.

There are many good reasons
for planting local native plant
species:

Native plants occurring naturally in an
area are adapted to survive and thrive in
local environmental conditions, so you are
more likely to have a successful planting
site by choosing local species. By planting
locally sourced species, you are helping

to preserve any natural variability within
that species. Planting local species also
assists with providing habitat for birds,

insects and mammals in your area.

Plants can be obtained from a native plant
nursery or you may like to collect your

own seed and to grow them yourself. The

Understorey Network can assist you with

advice on how to propagate native seeds.
It’s cheap (no hothouses or shadehouses

are required) and surprisingly easy!
