The Holy Spirit 
 
Today is Pentecost Sunday. It is the feast celebrated 
fifty days after Easter, in which we commemorate 
the coming of the Holy Spirit on the Apostles.  It is 
often called the birthday of the church. 
 
Christ had told His followers to await the coming of 
the Holy Spirit who would give them power to carry 
forth His teachings.  As God had chosen twelve 
tribes of Israel in the Old Testament, so Christ chose 
the twelve Apostles.  As God had come down on 
Mount Sinai to make Israel His people amid a storm, 
lightning, and an earthquake so now on Pentecost, 
God sends the Holy Spirit amid fire and a roaring 
wind, to send Christ’s followers forth as God’s new 
people. 
 
The Holy Spirit enables the Apostles finally to 
understand Christ’s teachings and courageously go 
and spread them.  Before the Holy Spirit came, the 
Apostles were huddled together weak, fearful and 
confused.  Now they began to realize that Christ, 
who had chosen them, was truly divine.  They 
grasped the meaning of His teachings and became 
eloquent and courageous witnesses. 
 
During our lifetime, most of us were like the 
Apostles weak, fearful and confused.  Sometimes we 
didn’t know what to do or where to turn.  The Holy 
Spirit is God, the third person of the Blessed Trinity, 
who can help us make the right decision in life and 
give us the courage to live our lives as true stewards 
and followers of Christ. 
 
Pray to God, the Holy Spirit, for guidance, ask Him to 
make you strong, and above all the gift to live your 
life, your faith with fortitude and love. 
 
Holy Spirit, we love you.  Holy Spirit please help us 
always.
