This series is most definitely aimed at a mature audience, as it contains many mature themes and occurrences, as well as lots of allusions to various aspects of history. Without explaining too much of the story (since that's the most interesting part of Ergo Proxy), Vincent Law and Real Mayar embark on a mysterious adventure of discovery—they
encounter such ideas as what it means to be, what it means to feel, and whether or not fate is set in stone. The technical aspects of Ergo Proxy are great. The animation is good with some minor inconsistencies in the character drawings. The backgrounds and the character designs fit together to form a beautifully-animated bleak future, full of an
incredible atmosphere. The colour palette used is high quality with lots of greys, it's perfect for those who love drab art. The music is better than I would normally dare to hope for. The OP is fitting, as is the ED, "Paranoid Android" by Radiohead. The background music was a highlight in this series—instead of merely existing lifelessly behind
everything else, it actually enhanced many scenes, adding appropriate feelings of tension and mystery throughout. The voice acting is also excellent. Yusa Koji, Saitou Rie, and Yajima Akiko pull off their roles very respectively. They both haven't been cast in a great number of previous anime series, and this is perhaps both of their biggest roles to
date, and hopefully their experience gained from voice acting for Ergo Proxy will pay off in the years.The voice actress behind Pino, Yajima Akiko, delivered a standout performance that showed her extensive experience in the field. Despite the character's potential for grating voices, I was never once annoyed by Pino's, which is no small feat. The story
of Ergo Proxy is one of the most memorable aspects of the series, but it falls short in some areas. The narrative, centered around three main characters navigating a post-apocalyptic world, is riddled with references to various historical and cultural touchstones. While this adds depth and intrigue, it can feel forced at times, with some allusions coming
across as shallow attempts to appear profound. The show's connections to European and Central American history are particularly noticeable, but they often disrupt the narrative flow. The story itself is engaging, with elements of paranoia and psychology adding to the tension and suspense. However, the ending leaves much to be desired, feeling
rushed and lacking in closure. Despite its fitting conclusion, it raises more questions than answers and fails to provide a satisfying resolution. The pacing between episodes is also inconsistent, with some featuring disjointed narratives and others flowing smoothly together. The supporting characters are one-dimensional and underdeveloped, with Raul
Creed, Daedalus, and Monad receiving little attention or growth throughout the series. In contrast, Vincent Law's development is the most compelling aspect of the story, as he undergoes significant changes that ultimately make him a complex and intriguing character. Real Mayar's character is also noteworthy, particularly her relationship with
Vincent, which adds depth to both characters. Pino's role in the story is largely inconsequential, but she does manage to influence Vincent through her charm and emotional connection. The series' inconsistency in pacing and narrative flow detracts from the overall viewing experience, making it feel disjointed at times. The inclusion of slapstick
comedy in some episodes also disrupts the tone of the show, leaving a sour taste in the viewer's mouth. Overall, while Ergo Proxy is an engaging and thought-provoking series, its shortcomings hold it back from reaching its full potential. Ergo Proxy remains an enjoyable experience despite its shortcomings. Within the bigger picture, Iggy's entourage
is developed somewhat, but his role remains inconsequential. Enhancing side characters like Pino would have greatly improved the series as a whole. The value of Ergo Proxy lies in its rewatchability, with historical references and atmospheric enjoyment being major draws. Although the ending felt rushed and disappointing, it might still be worth
revisiting in the future. The story is engaging, and the exploration of themes is intriguing, thanks to the vast array of historical references. Removing some out-of-place episodes would have elevated the series even more, but Ergo Proxy remains a fun watch nonetheless. With its blend of psychology, philosophy, and action, it earns my recommendation
for those who appreciate mature anime. Ergo Proxy's atmosphere was truly captivating, even with some subpar episodes that wasted time that could have been better spent on character development or plot progression. Better execution would have made the series better, but it is still worth watching. I will certainly be recommending Ergo Proxy to
friends who enjoy mature anime with a mix of psychology, philosophy, and action.
