G. Room Temperature & Thermostat Function
The appliance heater can be used in a Thermostat 
Mode.

Thermostat mode can be turned ON or OFF in the 
MENU. If the thermostat mode is ON you must select a 
temperature set point from the Menu options.

When thermostat mode is ON the selected temperature 
set point and the actual room temperature will be shown 
on the upper right hand corner of your fireplace in the 
MENU.

When Thermostat mode is on, the heater will only 
operate if the selected temperature set point is higher 
than the actual room temperature. The heater will not 
operate if the selected temperature set point is lower 
than the actual room temperature. 

•	 When the remote control display is set to a desired 
room temperature using the thermostat button, the 
appliance heater will turn OFF automatically when the 
room temperature reaches the set point.

•	 The heater will turn ON automatically if the room 
temperature falls below the set point.

Note: 
•	 The actual room temperature is updated every 5 

minutes.
•	 The actual room temperature is measured by a 

hidden sensor located inside of the remote. During 
certain situations, this sensor temperature can be 
slightly different than either the appliance location, 
or the overall space being heated. For this reason, 
the remote control set point temperature may need 
to be set slightly higher or lower than expected room 
temperature for the heater function to work as desired.

Unit is drawing close to circuit current 
rating.

Appliance will not turn on when 
using the appliance buttons but 
will turn on with remote

Wire connector between appliance and 
buttons is disconnected or damaged. Properly connect wire or replace.

Buttons misaligned. Ensure buttons are installed correctly..

Buttons defective. Replace.

BECM defective. Replace.

USB cable from computer to BECM 
loose/disconnected/damaged Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Display will not turn on and the 
Ember Bed Lights are flashing

Ember Bed Lighting flashes in 3 sets 
of 2 flashes.

Verify RS232 connection to the Display. It is disconnected 
or loose.

Ember Bed Lighting flashes in 3 sets 
of 3 flashes.

Verify connection of RS232 cable to display. Replace 
RS232 Cable consisting of part numbers 4200-191 and 
4200-196 if issue persists.

Ember Bed Lighting flashes in 3 sets 
of 4 flashes.

Verify the HDMI connection from the Computer to the 
Display. It is likely disconnected or loose.

Appliance will not turn on with 
appliance buttons or remote

Appliance is in the “OFF” position at 
the junction box

Toggle the power switch located on the appliance junction 
box to the “ON” position.

No incoming power from the electrical 
outlet or electrical box.

Check breaker panel switch to ensure power is supplied to 
the appliance.

Computer is turned off. Turn on computer.

Loose or damaged cables. Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Loose power supply. Verify power connections and voltage.

Hard-wire connections not correct. Review wiring instructions to ensure correct connection.

Thermostat mode not working

Remote disconnected or out of range. See troubleshooting section “Remote control does not 
work”.

Remote location does not reflect 
average room temperature.

Place remote in a location that is exposed to average 
room temperature.

Room temperature is read every 5 
minutes. Wait 5 minutes for room temperature to read again.

Symptom Possible Cause Corrective Action
Flame has visual defect HDMI cord is loose or damaged. Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Flame appears dark/dim Fireplace brightness set to “LOW”. Change fireplace brightness to “HIGH”.

Appliance turns on by itself

Normal operation during power up.

During initial power up the appliance turns on 
automatically.

During a power cycle the appliance returns to previous 
state (Note: heater will reset to Off).

Another user is turning on the 
appliance from the IntelliFire App. Only one user should control the fireplace at a time.

Different remote is paired to the 
appliance. Pair the correct remote with the appliance.

Heater will not turn on

Thermostat mode is on and room 
temperature is higher than the 
temperature set point.

Increase thermostat set point on the appliance, or turn off 
thermostat mode.

Heater is disabled in “SETTINGS”. Enable heater in “SETTINGS”.

Appliance has overheated and safety 
thermal switch has tripped.

First, turn off power at junction box or circuit breaker and 
allow it to cool for 15 minutes. Then, turn power back on at 
junction box or circuit breaker and turn fireplace on.

Loose or damaged cables. Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Defective heater assembly. Replace heater assembly.

Defective ACM. Replace ACM.

Heater shuts off automatically
or won’t stay on

Thermostat mode is on and room 
temperature is higher than the 
temperature set point.

Increase thermostat set point on the appliance, or turn off 
thermostat mode.

Heater setting automatically turns 
“OFF” after 3 hours of continuous 
operation.

Turn thermostat mode or heater “ON” to resume heater 
operation.

Appliance has overheated and safety 
thermal switch has tripped.

Ensure the front is installed in the correct position. Ensure 
the heater output is unobstructed. Turn off power, at the 
Junction Box Main Power Switch or circuit breaker. Then, 
allow the appliance to cool for 15 minutes. Return power to 
the appliance and wait for it to start up. 

Appliance has overheated due to 
blocked heater output.

Exceeding current rating of the 
circuit breaker or fuse, perhaps from 
operating other appliances on the 
same circuit as the fireplace.

Install unit onto a dedicated 15 amp circuit for 120VAC.
Install unit onto a dedicated 20 amp circuit for 240VAC.

Another user is operating the 
appliance from the IntelliFire App. Only one user should control the fireplace at a time.

Heater emits an odor Normal operation.
It is normal for the heater to emit an odor for a brief 
amount of time after turning on. It is burning off dust that 
has accumulated on the heater.

Fuel bed and accent lights 
don’t work Lights are set to “OFF”.

Turn lights “ON”.

Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Fuel bed lights don’t work but 
accent lights do OR Accent 
lights don’t work but fuel bed 
lights do

Loose or damaged cables. Verify connections are secure or replace if damaged.

Defective LED lights. Replace lights.

Excessive noise with heater on
Interference with fan blade. Inspect heater assembly and fan for obstructions or 

interference.

Defective heater assembly. Replace heater assembly.
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Symptom Possible Cause Corrective Action

Difficulty installing front Ember tray is interfering with vanity 
panel on front. Ensure vanity panel clears the ember tray when installing.

Blue light visible from fuel bed 
area

Insufficient black glass ember 
coverage in ember tray (power 
indicator light isn’t covered).

Add or rearrange black glass embers in the ember tray.

Unable to successfully 
complete WiFi onboarding

WiFi network password incorrect.
Verify network password on phone or tablet and retry 
setup process (delete location in the app first if one 
already exists).

Incorrect IntelliFire App version 
installed on phone.

Inception requires Android App Version 0.29.8 or above or 
IOS  0.138 or above.

WiFi signal at the appliance location is 
insufficient.

Verify WiFi signal level using available tools for Windows 
PCs, Mac, iOS, or Android. A signal level greater than 
-65dBm (Ex: -70dBm, -83dBm) may have intermittent 
connectivity issues.

Cannot connect to hidden SSIDs. Connect to available SSID.

Commercial WiFi connection. Provide the MAC address of the Inception to the IT 
administrator to be whitelisted.

Unable to control a previously 
set up appliance with the 
IntelliFire App

Appliance is not connected to the 
internet. Ensure WiFi router is connected to the internet.

IntelliFire app account login issues. Log out and log back into the IntelliFire app account.

Appliance has been factory reset. Delete the appliance from the IntelliFire App and perform 
Network Setup again in Settings.

Router, SSID or network password 
has changed.

Delete the appliance from the IntelliFire App and perform 
Network Setup again in Settings.

Unable to control with voice 
assistant

Voice assistant integration has 
become unlinked from IntelliFire.

Verify IntelliFire App is functional first. If it is, refresh the 
integration by unlinking and re-linking the specific voice 
assistant to IntelliFire using the Alexa or Google Home 
apps.
