Kazbegi is one of Georgia’s most popular mountain destinations, known

for dramatic landscapes and the iconic Gergeti Trinity Church. 

GETTING THERE

1. MARSHRUTKA (MINIBUS) — BUDGET OPTION
Price: 15–20 GEL (cash only)

Duration: 3–4 hours

Departure: Didube Bus Station (metro accessible)

Frequency: Every 30–60 minutes, departs when full

2. PRIVATE TAXI / TRANSFER — MOST COMFORTABLE
Price: 150–250 GEL per car (one way)

Duration: 2.5–3 hours

Booking: Bolt app or transfer services (e.g. GoTrip)

Best for: Groups, luggage, flexible stops

3. SHARED TAXI
Price: 40–60 GEL per person

Departure: Didube area

Duration: 3 hours

Departure style: Leaves when full.

4. SELF-DRIVE / CAR RENTAL
Price: From 35–50 USD/day + fuel

Route: Georgian Military Highway

Note: Scenic but challenging in winter.

Gudauri is a popular mountain resort in northern Georgia, best known for

skiing, snowboarding, paragliding, and panoramic Caucasus views. 

GETTING THERE

1. MARSHRUTKA (MINIBUS) — BUDGET OPTION
Price: 10–15 GEL (cash only)

Duration: 2-2.5 hours

Departure: Didube Bus Station (metro accessible)

Frequency: Every 30–60 minutes, departs when full

2. PRIVATE TAXI / TRANSFER — MOST COMFORTABLE
Price: 120–200 GEL per car (one way)

Duration: 2–2.5 hours

Booking: Bolt app or transfer services (e.g. GoTrip)

Best for: Groups, luggage, flexible stops

3. SHARED TAXI
Price: 50–60 GEL per person

Departure: Didube area

Duration: 2 hours

Departure style: Leaves when full.

4. SELF-DRIVE / CAR RENTAL
Price: From 35–50 USD/day + fuel

Route: Georgian Military Highway

Note: Scenic but challenging in winter.

GETTING THERE

1. MARSHRUTKA (MINIBUS) — BUDGET OPTION
Price: 30–45 GEL (cash only)

Duration: 8-9 hours

Departure: Didube Bus Station (metro accessible)

Schedule: Usually one early-morning departure

2. NIGHT TRAIN + MARSHRUTKA — MOST POPULAR
• Train: Tbilisi → Zugdidi

Price: 15–40 GEL

Duration: 7–8 hours

• Marshrutka: Zugdidi → Mestia

Price: 25–30 GEL

Duration: 3–4 hours

3. PRIVATE TAXI / TRANSFER — MOST CONVENIENT
Price: 400–600 GEL per person

Booking: Bolt or services like GoTrip

Duration: 7-8 hours

Departure style:

4. DOMESTIC FLIGHT — FASTEST (SEASONAL)
Price: 90–150 GEL

Route: Route: Tbilisi → Mestia

Note: Weather-dependent, limited seats

5. SELF-DRIVE / CAR RENTAL

GETTING THERE from Tbilisi

1. MARSHRUTKA (MINIBUS) — BUDGET OPTION
Price: 15 GEL (cash only)

Duration: 3 hours

Departure: Didube Bus Station (metro accessible)

Schedule: Several Daily Departures

2. PRIVATE TAXI / TRANSFER — MOST COMFORTABLE
Price: 200 GEL per car

Booking: Bolt or services like GoTrip

Duration: 2-3 hours

Best for: Luggage, ski gear, fixed schedule

3. SELF-DRIVE / CAR RENTAL
Price: From 40–60 USD/day + fuel

Duration: 2.5 hours (without long stops)

Note: Challenging road

BACK TO TBILISI Direct marshrutkas leave from Bakuriani Bus 
Station Private taxis available locally or by app

4. SHARED TAXI
Price: 50–60 GEL per person

Departure: Didube area

Duration: 2-3 hours
