4. Get Ryedale Cycling Forum admin and website admin,

Grateful to Ryedale Environment group for providing links for the recurring meetings. Still taking feedback on the website – HG happy to take feedback still. DB noted that easier to send out meeting link with an email as included in the minutes from last time. HG looking at using MailChimp with Jamie McBain, website manager, and will check with Jamie about website subscribers who missed out on invites this time.  

5. Malton - Pickering route, also approved cycle route on former Pickering Showfield,
MP hasn’t heard an update from planning application – not seen outcome of planning. Seemed little interest in our aspirations from those we tried to persuade that the approved cycle route should be installed at the beginning, not the end of the long site development period. HG/MP to follow that up, plus onward routes into Pickering. How can GRF get in contact with a planning officer to ensure compliance with planning regulation? 

North Yorkshire Council Local Plan in progress, and MP attending Pickering session. 

6. Market Towns Circular and REG Path4Everyone group updates
HG updated on the meeting with Howardian Hills National Landscape and working with NY Highways and NY Countryside Access Service.  Inception study has involved some detailed route options, looking at Hovingham to Helmsley route alignment options at the moment. Awaiting permission for land above Broughton Bank, prioritising the bits that connect to existing routes.  In Helmsley corridor looking at a bug survey along the Easterly railbed with National Park “Grubs Up” experts, and found some fairly rare plant species.  Key principal - linking up active travel and nature corridors. Partnership approach; REG Paths4Everyone likely to be able to spend money from HHNL.  (REG = Ryedale Environment Group, a registered charity). 

7. National Park update, including LCWIP
Update on the LCWIP and first draft has been completed – DB to be presenting at National Park’s Local Access Forum the key findings, also understanding priorities, challenges around Capability funding and Active Travel Funds. Bridleway between Ellerburn/ Thornton le Dale has been completed with it initially being raised in this group. 

8. Castle Howard Cycling development ideas & Malton – Howardian Hills - York links
Frank Colenso has been working on the contact at CH. We expect there will be an e-bike charging unit installed at the arboretum soon.  Will promote when confirmed. CH have been engaged in developing Active Travel routes as part of the Market Town Circular (REG P4E).

9. A64 crossings and cycle routes beside the highway - Update from National Highways,
No update this time. 

10.  Wish list for route developments and multi-modal travel – ideas welcome,
Malton and Norton bridge over the railway has the potential for a quick win, given the LCWIP process didn’t produce any quick wins.
