1.Introductions / apologies,

2.Approval of Minutes from last meeting on 3rd February 2026,
Approved Minutes of 3/Feb/2026

3. Matters Arising from Minutes, if not covered below,
Craig Newcombe was going to ask Louise McCaul about hedge cutting, on specific local sections of the A64 eg Scagglethorpe to Old Malton.  Await news on this.  

4. Get Ryedale Cycling Forum admin and website admin,

Helen still working on adapting website, to make things easier to find. Help would be welcome. 

5. Malton - Pickering route, also approved cycle route on former Pickering Showfield,
Eden Blyth, on passing the Pickering Showfield site on top deck of a bus, noticed that the caravans have arrived. This indicates the final stage of the development may have been reached. The final stage was the trigger agreed between developer and planning authority for the cycle path construction to commence. Mike Potter and Eden Byth have contacted the Planning Enforcement Officer, to encourage action on the path construction. A response is awaited.   

6. Market Towns Circular and REG Path4Everyone group updates
Helen Gundry said that three funding applications were recently submitted by Ryedale Environment Group P4E, to the YNY Mayor’s Active Travel Fund, for parts of the Market Town Circular.  These were for installation of a verge path just west of the A64 bridge on the B1257,  for design of P4E route East of Kirkbymoorside, including design of a crossing of the A170 to Kirkby Mills Industrial Estate, and a design of crossing of the A170 at Keld Head, Pickering, at the West end of the town. Awaiting news as to whether these applications have been successful. 

Mike Potter asked Faye to find out, from Howard Wallis and with Jackie Speakman, what the farmer/tenant view had been on the Lendalls Farm bridleway diversion, on the Malton Pickering Cycle route.  This is to inform the current debates between P4E and some other landowners. 

A new housing development on Middleton Road, on the West side of Pickering was approved recently, “on appeal”.  The active travel measures are all within the new site, with the likely result that residents will drive into town, adding to congestion and pollution.  P4E are trying to get an answer from the developer as to financial support for the P4E route, which the new development is going to be adjacent to.  

Those present commented that it is frustrating when NYC have some good environmental policies, but yet planning developments that don’t support these policies are still passed.  

7. National Park update, including LCWIP
Dom Barry could not attend, but sent this update for the Minutes:- Update from North York Moors National Park.
“Secured phase two of funding from Active Travel England to develop our active travel plan - this funding will be used to take forward some of the prioritised corridors from phase one with the hope of getting them to a point of applying for capital funding bids. The new funding will also support the hiring of an Active Travel Officer – just recruited, to increase capacity and capability within the organisation to work on active travel projects.
Application to the York and North Yorkshire Combined Authority, Mayors Active Travel Fund was successful – to improve accessibility on the Cinder Track and (barrier removal) and to pilot adaptive bike purchase and demo rides.
Events for 2026 – busy summer of events with Dalby Grit, Struggle NYM, Glorious Gravel, Minds and Miles and the Chimney Bank Hill Climb, also awaiting on news of the men’s Tour of Britain route for September 2026.”
8. Castle Howard Cycling development ideas & Malton – Howardian Hills - York links
Helen had emailed Guy Thallon, with the dates and Zoom links of todays meeting and the July meeting.  No response yet, but we will hope to see him at the July meeting, so he can update the Forum on plans for cycling to and around the Castle Howard Estate. Mike Potter reported that P4E had a positive meeting with Guy recently, about sections of P4E that are on Castle Howard land, and also some sections of new path that Castle Howard intend to install elsewhere on their estate, that will improve connectivity of existing routes.  Hope we will able to add details to the Get Ryedale Cycling website, as soon as these new paths are completed. 

9. A64 crossings and cycle routes beside the highway - Update from National Highways,
At the February meeting, the increased activity/new food outlets near the Eden Camp industrial estate was discussed. There is a greater need for access by walking and wheeling.  Is there an active travel plan for the staff and customers?  Can planning authority support better crossing via the A169/A64 roundabout?  Faye checked out whether this can be in the Malton & Norton Town Investment Plan, but she said that the feedback from Howard and Keisha was a “no” to TIP inclusion. Faye will investigate a bit further. 

Also, some management of the vegetation in the central reservation on the A64/A169 roundabout, would aid visibility.  

10.  Wish list for route developments and multi-modal travel – ideas welcome,
Helen suggested that the Forum could raise funds and support for both the walking and wheeling bridges needed to join Malton and Norton; railway station and the former railway bridge over the river, near the rugby club.  Funds raised could be used to match fund applications to the Mayor’s active travel fund in 2027 for design of the bridges, giving us a year to raise awareness and funds which should be doable, even with everyone being busy!   This would be a way to highlight the route recommendations of the Malton and Norton LCWIP (Local Cycling and Walking Investment Plan) and the TIP, as well as all the other benefits of active travel for Malton and Norton. Billa commented that community support and a “lead organisation” would increase the scorings of projects, and so make them more likely to get funded.  Faye said that “a bridge” had been mentioned numerous times by different people in the TIP consultations, and had been taken forward to the next stage of the TIP. Also included are some active travel route improvements and some cycle parking facilities. However all the towns with TIP plans will be competing for funding. Also, Malton and Norton can only put 10 projects forward, and they have to be deliverable within 5 years.
It was noted that the new 650 housing development in Norton had not been approved back in 2019, when the LCWIP was completed, so may not feature in the route designs.  Jamie Mc Bain has added a quick link to the Malton & Norton LCWIP routes to the “wish list” section of the website.

Graeme asked whether local schools are looking for volunteers to support with cycle proficiency training, for year 6 children.  No-one present knew how this is organised. Helen agreed to try to find out from Kirkbymoorside Primary school.
