Mr.	Skinny,	a	character	from	Charles	Roger	Hargreaves'	children's	series,	struggles	with	having	an	insatiable	appetite,	but	his	stomach	fires	every	time	he	tries	to	eat.	Despite	living	in	Fatland,	where	everything	is	fat,	including	the	animals,	Dr.	Plump	can't	seem	to	help	him	develop	an	appetite.	The	story	revolves	around	Mr.	Skinny's	journey	to	find
someone	who	can	assist	him	in	gaining	weight.	His	friend,	Mr.	Greedy,	takes	on	this	role	and	helps	him	overcome	his	eating	disorder.	The	author	expresses	their	disappointment	with	the	Mr.	Men	series,	particularly	"Mr.	Skinny",	which	they	feel	hasn't	aged	well	due	to	its	outdated	message	about	body	image.	The	story	revolves	around	Mr.	Skinny,
who	is	excessively	thin	and	struggles	with	his	appetite.	He	visits	Doctor	Plump	for	help,	who	prescribes	an	"eat-all"	treatment,	consisting	of	large	amounts	of	food.	However,	the	doctor	soon	realizes	that	Mr.	Skinny's	problem	isn't	a	lack	of	appetite	but	rather	a	healthy	metabolism.	The	author	recalls	enjoying	the	series	as	a	child,	particularly
characters	like	Mr.	Bump	and	Mr.	Messy.	They	highlight	how	Mr.	Skinny's	story	sends	the	wrong	message	to	young	readers	about	needing	to	conform	to	societal	norms.	The	book	is	also	notable	for	its	portrayal	of	Doctor	Plump	offering	unhealthy	solutions,	such	as	doughnuts	and	currant	buns,	which	is	now	seen	as	problematic.	Despite	their
reservations,	the	author	remains	fond	of	other	Mr.	Men	characters	and	acknowledges	their	appeal.	However,	they	acknowledge	that	"Mr.	Skinny"	is	a	standout	example	of	how	not	to	handle	sensitive	topics	like	body	image.	Mr	Skinny,	the	Fatland	Elephant,	has	captured	hearts	with	its	adorable	illustrations,	but	the	book	tackles	sensitive	topics	like
eating	disorders,	leaving	some	readers	concerned.	The	story	encourages	creativity	and	problem-solving	as	Mr	Skinny	navigates	his	way	out	of	the	challenging	environment	of	Fatland.	Some	critics	find	the	premise	questionable	in	today's	healthy	living	age.	This	collection	of	Mr	Men	books	is	fantastic!	My	one-year-old	daughter	loves	the	illustrations,
which	she	finds	captivating,	and	now	she's	starting	to	enjoy	the	simple	and	funny	stories	too.	It's	perfect	for	young	minds	without	bias.	I'm	reading	through	a	Mr	Men	Marathon,	closing	in	on	Saturday	with	still	many	more	to	read...	but	Sunday	is	ahead,	offering	even	more	opportunities	to	dive	into	these	wonderful	books!
