The German Jordanian University is a Jordanian state university that is modelled on 
German universities of applied sciences and is currently particularly dedicated to research 
and the expansion of its research profile. It was opened in Amman in 2005. Approximately 
5,000 students are currently enrolled at GJU. All Bachelor students at GJU spend one year 
of their studies in Germany, for which they receive linguistic and cultural preparation in the 
first three years of study. The "German Dimension" thus plays a central role in all degree 
programmes at GJU.
