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Non-Disclosure Agreement (NDA)

This Agreement is made on [Date]
Between:
(1) To be confirmed, of [Address] (the Disclosing Party); and

1. Purpose
The Disclosing Party owns or controls certain confidential and proprietary information relating to the business known as [Business Name] (the Business). The Receiving Party is considering the potential purchase of the Business (the Purpose), and in connection with that the Disclosing Party may disclose certain Confidential Information.
2. Definition of Confidential Information
“Confidential Information” means all information (whether written, oral, electronic, visual, or otherwise) disclosed by the Disclosing Party to the Receiving Party in connection with the Purpose, including but not limited to:
· financial statements, accounts, and forecasts;
· details of customers, suppliers, staff, pricing, and margins;
· intellectual property, business plans, and trade secrets; and
· any other information that is identified as confidential or would reasonably be understood to be confidential.
Confidential Information does not include information which:
a) is or becomes publicly available (other than as a result of a breach of this Agreement);
b) was lawfully in the Receiving Party’s possession before disclosure; or
c) is lawfully obtained from a third party without breach of any obligation of confidentiality.
3. Obligations of the Receiving Party
The Receiving Party agrees to:
a) keep all Confidential Information strictly confidential;
b) use the Confidential Information solely for evaluating the potential purchase of the Business;
c) not disclose any Confidential Information to any person except to its directors, employees, professional advisers, or lenders who need to know it for the Purpose, provided they are bound by similar obligations of confidentiality;
d) protect the Confidential Information using at least the same degree of care as it uses to protect its own confidential information; and
e) not copy, reproduce, or store the Confidential Information except as necessary for the Purpose.
4. Return or Destruction of Information
Upon request by the Disclosing Party, or if the parties do not proceed with the transaction, the Receiving Party shall promptly return or destroy all copies of the Confidential Information (including any notes or materials derived from it) and confirm in writing that it has done so.
5. No Licence or Obligation
Nothing in this Agreement grants the Receiving Party any rights or licences in the Confidential Information, or obliges either party to proceed with any transaction or further discussions.
6. Duration
The obligations of confidentiality under this Agreement shall continue for a period of five (5) years from the date of disclosure of the relevant information.
7. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of England and Wales, and the parties submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of England and Wales.
