Greetings and Welcome,  

And just like that, it is October. I often say parenting, much like schooling has long days, longer weeks and some very fast months. It is a pleasure to write to 

you all today on this cool October 1st. Thank you so very much for entrusting us with your children. We take their learning, happiness and safety very seriously. 

We hope that a month into the school year that all three things, learning, happiness and safety are clicking and running well here for you. If not, you know 

where to find us, we value communication here and offer multiple ways to interact with the school. To begin with allow me to reiterate our “Dress Well to 

Perform Well” uniform policy. This is big for us. This includes sweaters and sweatshirts over the uniform shirt. This is not allowed, and we encourage those who 

like to feel a little warmer to acquire one of our BEES crewnecks, fleeces or wear a long sleeve underneath their uniform shirts. All these options are allowable. 

What isn’t allowed is a random sweatshirt on top. This is our policy rooted in safety for us knowing who our students are, where they are and ensuring their 

safety. By now all our students have completed i-Ready beginning of year diagnostic testing in reading and math. I encourage you to check in with your child, ask 

them their level, they should know. If they don’t please contact their ELA or Math teachers, they know. The goal of each school year is to learn and grow, so 

these scores represent where we begin this year. We will check again in January and June. The hope is for progress at each check point. If not, we diagnose why, 

change our strategy and try harder. We are here to partner with you in the education of your child and are excited for the month ahead. We want to wish 

those celebrating Yom Kipper and Diwali and happy holiday. Please take note on the calendar of days that school is closed and special dress up days like 

Halloween. Finally, on October 17th BEES students will participate in a local Breast Cancer Awareness Walk and special photos. All students in attendance will 

receive the BEES Breast Cancer Awareness Uniform shirt for free to honor the month and add to the uniform collection. #STINGLIKEABEE.

Uniform Policy “Dress Well to Perform Well” (all Students)  
To foster a learning community free of distraction, and to better capture the disciplined culture that has been so crucial to the success 
of other middle schools, BEES will uphold a uniform policy. The code is enforced, with students expected to be in full uniform during 
all school days.
