YMCA Summer Camp Information to Know

« Camp operates from May 26 through July 31, 2026 (10 Weeks)
e Camp is closed on Memorial Day (May 25)
e Camp hours of operations: 6am-6pm

- We only offer full-time rates (3 or more days), and Part-Time Rates (Two or less
days).

- Financial Assistance is available for those who qualify

- Camp rates are as follows: YMCA Member $100/week (based on
camper’'s member status); Non-Member $160/week

- Payment can be made on a weekly, bi-weekly, or monthly basis

- A form of payment is REQUIRED to be on file (credit card or EFT
Bank draft)

- All payments will be drafted on the Friday prior to the upcoming week of

camp, i.e., 15t payment is due by Friday, May 23, and every Friday after.

- You are not required to pay for weeks your camper is not in

attendance.

- Campers are required to bring their own lunch. VCSC Summer
Feeding Program is still TBD.

- We SWIM daily during the summer - Please pack proper swim gear.

-« Campers are required to wear closed-toed shoes (tennis shoes) and

socks daily.

- Please leave all toys, electronic devices (Cell Phones, tablets, etc), and
other non-camp approved items at home. YMCA is not responsible for
camper possessions that are lost, stolen, or damaged. Camp has the right to
confiscate any items brought to camp. They will be returned at the end of the
day.

- Parents will drop off campers at the entrance gate of Summer Camp -
passenger side of vehicle facing entrance gate. A counselor will meet your
camper at the gate and escort them into camp. Counselors will sign in your
child for the day.

- Pick-up will be like drop-off, with one change; Parents are required to send
a text to the YMCA Camp phone (812-830-9438) informing us that you are on
your way for pick-up. Please include camper name in text. A counselor will
bring your camper to the car.

« Campers are divided up according to grade level (grade entering in the fall
of 2026) during daily activity schedule: K-1; 2-3; 4-6

- A good portion of our day is spent outdoors, so please dress your

child accordingly. They will get sweaty and dirty, possibly wet, and muddy.

Please read through registration packet and make sure all papers are filled out
before you turn registration back to the YMCA. An incomplete packet will delay
the completion of the registration process. This summer, we will be limiting
camper registrations to 150 participants.

Dates/Time

Camp will begin Tuesday, May 26, 2026 and run through July 31, 2026. Please note that camp will
be closed on Memorial Day and July 4 in observance of Independence Day. Our regular hours are 6
AM to 6 PM, Monday through Friday.

Sign In/Out Policy

Parents will drop off campers at the entrance gate of Summer Camp - passenger side of
vehicle facing entrance gate. A counselor will meet your camper at the gate and escort
your camper into camp. Counselors will sign in your child for the day.
Pick-up will be like drop-off, with one change; Parents are required to send a text to
the YMCA Camp phone (812-830-9438) informing us that you are on your way for pick-
up - please include campers name in text. A counselor will bring your camper to the
car.

Guest Speakers/Field Trips

Our program is enhanced by various guests and outside experiences. Guest speakers will be offered over the
course of Summer Camp. Field trips will be posted one (1) week in advance. On field trip days, children must be
at camp by 9am, unless otherwise notified by staff or director.

What to wear or bring to camp

e Closed-toe shoes (tennis shoes) and socks daily; Slides, flip-flops should not be worn. Crocs are
acceptable

Shorts

T-shirt

One-piece swim suit (no bikinis)

Towel

Backpack

Refillable water bottle (please do not send soft or energy drinks. Water, juice or Gatorade type
drinks are fine)

e Lunch (please choose healthy options and pack it in such a way that it does not require refrigeration

Remember, kids get dirty; don’t dress in good clothes. Most importantly, label all of your child’s belongings
(first and last name, not initials) as things get taken out of backpacks. Items may get left behind and we end
up with a lot of lost and found with no way of knowing who it belongs to.

What not to wear or bring to camp
e Money/Jewelry
Knives or any type of weapon
Clothing that promotes vulgarity, alcohol or tobacco
Open toed shoes (sandals and flip-flops are not adequate footwear)
Bikini swimsuits
Toys
Any Type of Electronic Device - Cell Phones or laptops

The Y is not responsible for camper possessions that are lost, stolen or damaged. The best way to
prevent the loss of property is to leave valuables at home. In general, please do not send your child to camp
with any toys. All items necessary for the activities are provided.



2026 SUMMER DAY CAMP FEES

The YMCA Summer Day Camp will begin on May 26, 2026, and conclude on Friday, July 31, 2026, offering
a total of 10 weeks of camp this summer. Please note that camp will be closed on Memorial Day.

To register: Complete registration packet, EFT agreement (REQUIRED), and
swimming information forms in their entirety. Bring all completed forms, plus
registration fee ($40/child; $60/family max.) and first payment (see below) to the
YMCA of Vincennes on or before Friday, May 23. Financial assistance applications

must be turned in no later than Friday, May 20.

Next: Select your payment option

1. Pay the total balance due (entire summer) on or before Friday, May 23, 2026,

OR

2. Pay weekly, bi-weekly, or monthly with EFT Payment no later than Friday prior to
each Monday of a camp week. First payment is due by Friday, May 23, 2026.

If your bank charges the
YMCA, that fee will be charged to your account.

¢ When a third party, such as DHS, CPS, Willows, etc., is paying either partial or full child
care payments, parents are responsible for keeping all paperwork current. Also, if the
third party does not pay the full amount of child care fees it is the responsibility of the
parent to pay the remaining balance.

e Summer Day Camp is open from 6am-6pm. Parents whose children remain past 6:10pm
will be charged a late pick-up fee of $1.00 per minute after 6:10pm. Payment will be
added to weekly rate. Proper authorities will be called for any child left 30 minutes
past the 10-minute grace period.
