


Sunday
Jesus arrived in Jerusalem riding on a donkey as crowds 
cheered waving palm branches and shouting “Hosanna!” 
(which means, salvation).

Monday
After stopping people from using the Temple as a 
marketplace, Jesus reminded everyone that the Temple 
was intended for prayer.

Tuesday
On the Mount of Olives, Jesus spoke to his disciples about 
challenges to come, and the power of enduring faith.

Wednesday
At a dinner party in Bethany, a woman anointed Jesus 
with expensive perfume, and Judas Iscariot determined 
to betray Jesus to his enemies.

Thursday
Jesus and his disciples shared the traditional Passover 
meal — their Last Supper together — and Jesus instituted 
the practice of communion with bread and wine.

Friday
After a hasty trial on false charges, Jesus was rejected, 
flogged, ridiculed, and crucified — giving up His life as a 
sacrifice for the sins of the world.

Saturday
Jesus lay dead – all day, from beginning to end – in the 
pitch-black darkness of a sealed tomb.

Sunday (Easter)
Early on Sunday morning, Jesus' tomb was found empty 
and an angel of the Lord announced, “Why are you 
looking among the dead for someone who is alive? He 
isn’t here! He is risen from the dead!" (Luke 24:5-6).
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
