Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] 

Read the passage: Numbers 13:1-3, 16-30

What verse or verses stood out to you about this passage, and why?
What does the passage say about God, His character/attributes?
What does the passage say about man?
What is God inviting you to act in this passage? Were there any commands or instructions?  Were there any promises or warnings?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

What are the consequences when we magnify fear over the promises God?
Moses sent 12 men to spy on the land of Canaan.
What were the two reports given by the spies?
What impact did these reports have on people?
Why do you think Caleb and Joshua gave a different report from the other 10 spies? They saw the same things with the other 10 spies. What was Caleb and Joshua’s perspective versus that of the 10 spies?
What did the negative report do on the Israelites in realizing the promise of God of giving them Canaan, a land overflowing with milk and honey? (Read Numbers 14:8). How does a negative attitude impact people, especially on those who are facing or have to make a fearful decision?
On the other hand, what does a positive attitude rooted in God’s promises do with your fear and with people around you?
Recall a time when you were fearful about something? Who were the friends that were with you who encouraged you? How did they encourage you? Thank God for these friend(s).
Tom taught, “Often we are asking God to handle our fears when he wants us to awaken our faith to change the atmosphere of our hearts.”
Can you recall a defining moment that changed how you live your life under God’s promises? 
What can you draw on the life of Jesus to have courage to overcome fear? Jesus faced risks daily in obedience to his Father.

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]
Pray for Bakari Bunga, who is risking his life to spread the gospel in Nigeria. Pray for his safety. Pray that God will continue to bring people around him to encourage him. Pray for the Christians in Nigeria that they will remain faithful and courageous in the midst of persecution.
Pray for the persecuted church around the world.
Thank God for our freedom to worship here in the U.S.
