Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] 

Read the passage: Genesis 17:7; Leviticus 26:12; Jeremiah 7:23; Jeremiah 24:7; Jeremiah 31:33; Ezekiel 14:11; Revelation 21:3

What verse or verses stood out to you from these passages, and why?
What does the passages say about God, His character/attributes?
What does the passages say about man?
What is God inviting you to act in these passages? Were there any commands or instructions?  Were there any promises or warnings?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

We are in the Advent Season. Advent is a Christian Season of anticipation and preparation that takes place during the 4 weeks before Christmas. The word "advent" comes from the Latin word adventus, meaning "coming" or "arrival". The season celebrates the coming of Jesus Christ in two ways: the historical birth of Jesus at Christmas and the future, second coming of Christ.

Marvin made the following three teaching points.

1. Darkness is REAL, but it’s not FINAL (John 1:1-5 and Genesis 1:1-5; John 1:12-14). Advent is a season that begins with an acknowledgment of darkness and a longing for the light. It is a time of waiting, preparation, and hope for the coming of Christ.
a. Based on John 1:1-5 and Genesis 1:1-15, how would you characterize God’s word?
b. Based on your characterization of God’s word, how does His word give you hope during “dark” times or times of waiting?
c. How does the second coming of Christ give you hope when facing a “dark” time?
d. Is/Are there (an) area(s) of your life that you need God to shine His light?
2. The light has come and it cannot be STOPPED, Jesus didn’t bring light – HE IS LIGHT (Luke 11:21-22; Isaiah 9:2). Satan is constantly preventing us from living a victorious life in Christ.
a. How can you live a victorious life even though there is darkness around you and Satan is constantly tempting you to sin?
b. What are the truths in this teaching point that equip you to live a victorious life?
3. The light now shines through US each time we OBEY Christ.
a. How are you preparing for the second coming of Christ?
b. What area(s) of your life do you need to obey Christ?
c. Who is in your life that God could use you to shine His light?
