Opening: [15 mins] We suggest you begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] 

Read the passage: 1 Corinthians 15:3-6; 1 Corinthians 15:12-21; 1 Corinthians 15:24-26, 1 Corinthians 15:53-58, 1 John 3:1, Ephesians 2:10, Ephesians 2:19, Hebrews 10:23-25, Romans 8:28, Hebrews 7:24-25, Romans 15:13 

What verse or verses stood out to you from these passages, and why?
What does the passages say about God, His character/attributes?
What does the passages say about man?
What is God inviting you to act in these passages? Were there any commands or instructions?  Were there any promises or warnings?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

We are in the Advent Season. Advent is a Christian Season of anticipation and preparation that takes place during the 4 weeks before Christmas. The word "advent" comes from the Latin word adventus, meaning "coming" or "arrival". The season celebrates the coming of Jesus Christ in two ways: the historical birth of Jesus at Christmas and the future, second coming of Christ.

Jake made the following 3teaching points.

1. Jake made a reflection point that in Jesus’ arrival, hope overcomes despair. Biblical hope isn’t wishful thinking. It’s joyfully assured thinking based on the promises of a God who can’t lie. 
a. Jake made a point that we have the hope of eternal life with God. This overcomes the despair of death and separation from God. How do the passages in 1 Corinthians 15 make you think about the resurrection? 
b. Based on the promises from an unfailing God about the resurrection, how does that change you perception when our faith gets challenged? 
c. How does the second coming of Christ give you hope when facing a “dark” time?
2. Because of Jesus’ arrival, we’ve been given a new identity and purpose in God. 
a. Jesus arrival overcomes the despair of shame and purposelessness. How does 1st John 3 and Ephesians 2:10 help your understanding of that? 
b. What are the truths in this teaching point that equip you to live a victorious life?
3. Because of Jesus’ arrival, we belong to a family that encourages one another. 
a. Ephesians 2:19 says we are members of God’s family. What are your thoughts on that? 
b. What are your thoughts when Jesus says, “As I have loved you, so you must love one another”. 
c. Are there friends that you can lean into moments when you’re feeling lonely?
