What does the passage say about God, His character/attributes?
What does the passage say about man?
What is God inviting you to act in this passage? Were there any commands or instructions?  Were there any promises or warnings?

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

 What is one thing you’re hoping for right now — big or small?
When you hear the word hope, what comes to mind?
Has there been a time in your life where someone else held on to hope for you?
Why must real hope be tied to a real someone and not a vague feeling?
How does knowing Jesus as “Savior” (the meaning of His name) strengthen your hope?
Which aspect of Jesus’ character gives you the most confidence right now—His power, His kindness, His justice, His presence, or something else?
Where do you currently feel the “tension” of hope in your life?
Romans 5 says trials strengthen hope. How have you seen this happen?
What helps you hold on to Jesus when “the floor falls out” from under you?
How does the image of Jesus as the anchor for your soul help you today?
Who has been a “strand of hope” for you during a difficult season?
Why is community essential for sustaining hope?
How can this group be more intentional in carrying each other’s hope?
What practical ways can we “motivate one another” in this season?
