

Rise Up, P4 – The Widow of Zarephath
Jan-31/Feb-1, 2026

Speaker: Tom Hughes

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read 1 Kings 17:8-16 (NLT). After allowing them time to reflect on the passage, ask what most stands out to them and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Looking at God’s provision for Elijah through ravens and the widow of Zarephath, Tom stated, “God can provide for you any time, any place through any means necessary.”
a. Share with the group a time when God provided for you (financially, emotionally, relationally, etc.) through a very unlikely source?

2. Tom said, “God can do some of his greatest work in the very place you thought he was defeated or absent.”
a. Share a time when you felt God was defeated or absent (a relationship, financially, at work, etc.), and then He ended up doing something miraculous.
b. Is there currently a situation in your life that looks like God’s power can’t work there?  How might you grow your faith to trust in God’s power in that area?

3. Tom taught, “Every miracle of provision, large or small, begins with an act of obedience.”
a. Share an example of your obedience to something God asked you to do before providing what you needed?  What made that possible for you?

4. Tom’s last sermon point was, “Generosity trains our hearts for surrender.”
a. What do you think is the connection between “generosity” and “surrender” (i.e., learning to trust God, his character, his promises)?
b. Where might God be calling you to grow in generosity (finances, time, talent, etc.)?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Have each person in your group share a prayer request, and then have someone pray for them.
· Pray that God would help your group to grow in faith to trust His power in every circumstance.
· Pray that God would help the people of CA to grow in obedience and generosity.
