

Jesus > Everything, Pt 4

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read Colossians 4:2-6 (NLT). After allowing them time to reflect on the passage, ask them what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Tom said, “When Jesus is greater than everything, prayer is our first move, not our last resort”.
a. In which types of circumstances do you tend to treat prayer as a last resort?  How might you develop the habit of turning to God in prayer as your first move?

2. Tom stated, “Col 4:7-18, is entirely made up of names.  Real people.  Normal people.  Messy people.  Faithful people.  Because Jesus is greater than everything, faithfulness beats fame in the kingdom of God.”
a. In a culture that values recognition and success, have you ever struggled with fame over faithfulness?  Are there certain areas in your life where you sense God’s invitation to grow in your faithfulness?

3. Colossians 4:17, says, “Tell Archippus: ‘See to it that you complete the ministry you have received in the Lord.’” Using this passage, Tom shared, “Because Jesus is greater than everything, your life has a kingdom assignment.”
a. What do you think your “kingdom assignment” might be right now?  What are some of the challenges you face in living out this assignment?
b. Considering Colossians 4:17, what would it look like for you to “complete the ministry” God has given you?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]
