

Jesus > Everything, Pt 5, Palm Sunday
Mar-28/29, 2026

Opening: [15 mins] Begin with an opening prayer and then a brief “catch up” or “icebreaker” before moving into the scripture reflection and application questions.

Scripture Reflection: [20 mins] Have the group read John 12:20-27 (NLT). After allowing time to reflect on the passage, ask what stands out and why.

Application Questions: [40 mins] (These questions will help you and your group dig deeper into the weekend sermon. Feel free to edit or use only those which fit your allotted time.)

1. Matt said, “The cross on Good Friday reveals the truth about the very real problem we all have with sin.”
a. When did you first recognize the truth about the seriousness of your sin?  How did that recognition shape your response to God then, and now?

2. Matt stated, “Un-dealt with, sin will pin you down, enslave you to shame, and rob you of life. The truth of the cross is that God wants our sin to be dealt with by His love.”
a. Have you ever experienced shame or diminished life due to unaddressed sin? What lies from the enemy kept you from bringing it into the light of God’s love?  How did you experience life differently once you brought your sin to the cross versus trying to manage it on our own?  
 
3. Matt taught, “Jesus never came to be admired, He came so that you might live more freely in His truth and love.”
a. Why do you think people would rather admire Jesus than be a faithful follower of Jesus?  What do you think is required to be a faithful follower?
b. What would it look like in your daily life to grow as a faithful follower?

Closing & Prayer: [15 mins]

· Lead your group in a time of praying for one another.
· Pray that God would help those in your group and our church bring unconfessed sin into the light of God’s love and live as faithful followers of Jesus.
